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Doctrine of Faith
1. Definition and Concept:
1.1 Faith is a nonmeritorious system of perception given to us by God.
1.2 God gives the ability to believe to all "normalh u man bei ng®X. 0 Joh

1.3 In a spiritual sense the result of faith is given to all others who never reach the age of
accountability 2Sa 12:2%23.

1.4 There are three basic methods for learning:
1.4.1 Rationalism is the ability to reason things aut.

1.4.2 Empiricism is the ability to learn by feeling, seeing, smelling, hearing, tasting
and/or touching.

1.4.3 Faith is the acceptance of a thought or idea as truth because you are told it is so.
Most agree 70 to 80 percent of that learned is leamed by faith. Authority is an important
contributor here.

2. In the spiritual realm faith is the most important method.

2.1 Faith is especially important in this realm because no one can prove or disprove
God.

3. The object of ones faith in the spritual realm takes on unprecedented importance.
This is emphasized by the Greek verb most often used for faithPisteuo , a transitive
verb requiring a direct object. The noun form is Pistis .

3.1 Faith therefore can and should have an object of power. Moe particularly in a
spiritual sense faith must have an object with inherent power to produce. In a
grammatical sense faith needs a direct object.

3.2 In a secular sense faith in an object like a parachute may prove devastating to the
well being of eventhe most faithful. | read of a woman here in Austin who believed she
could call 911 if a rapist came; he came and she died. She had faith in the 911 system;
things did not work out so she was raped and murdered.

3.2.1 Misplaced faith then in the secularsense can prove fatal and so also in the
spiritual world faith in an object incapable of producing can be devastating.



3.2.2 If you believe in your goodness to get you to heaven the Scripture warns such
error will result in your spending eternity in the lake of fire. This is a direct predictable
result of faith in an impotent object.

Rom 3:23 For all have sinned and come short of the glory of God.

Rom 6:23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus
Christ our L ord.

Rom 4:4 Now to him that worketh is the reward not reckoned of grace, but of debt.
Rom 4:5 But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly,
his faith is counted for righteousness.

Rom 4:6 Even as David also describeth theblessedness of the man, unto whom God
imputeth righteousness without works,

Rom 4:7 Saying, Blessed are they whose iniquities are forgiven, and whose sins are
covered.

Rom 4:8 Blessed is the man to whom the Lord will not impute sin.

Jer 17:9 The heart isdeceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know
it?

4. The objects of faith then in a spiritual sense are most important. Let's explore this in
chart form.

IIiotevw Christ = Eternal Salvation

IIvotevw Doctrine = Spiritual Maturity

4.1 The object of faith for a person's salvation must be Jesus the Christ.

Joh 14:6 Jesus saith unto him, | am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto
the Father, but by me.

Acts 16:31 And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and
thy house.

Joh 3:16 For God so loved the world, tha he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.



Joh 3:17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the
world through him might be saved.

Joh 3:18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is
condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son
of God.

2Co 5:21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be
made the righteousness ofGod in him.

Eph 2:8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift
of God:
Eph 2:9 Not of works, lest any man should boast.

Rom 5:8 But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners,
Christ died for us.

Rom 5:9 Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from
wrath through him.

Rom 5:10 For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his
Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by hisifie.

4.2 For spiritual maturity after salvation the Scripture is equally clear; it takes faith in
an object with power.

4.2.1 That object is doctrine or the mind of Christ. The mind of Christ clearly tells us we
must use the two power options if we are to grow. A lack of faith (that is to say, a refusal
to be convinced concerning the truth of the Word of God) will result in no spiritual
growth.

Rom 12:1 | beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your
bodies a living saaifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service.

Rom 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of
your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

2Ti 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for
reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:
2Ti 3:17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.

1Pe 4:1 Forasmuch then aLhrist hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves
likewise with the same mind: for he Who has suffered for us in the flesh has put an end
to the control of our old sin natures;

4.2.2 Faith then is a mental attitude which grows as you take in the Word of God and
try it. Experiencing the stated condition often under pressure is part of the principle.
You gotta try it and we should fear not trying it.



2Co 5:7 For we walk by faith, not by sight.

Heb 4:1 Therefore, since the promise of entering hisrest still stands, let us be careful
that none of you be found to have fallen short of it.

Heb 4:2 For we also have had the gospel preached to us, just as they did; but the
message they heard was of no value to them, because those who heard did not combine
it with faith.

Heb 4:3 Now we who have believed enter that rest, just as God has said, "So | declared
on oath in my anger, 'They shall never enter my rest." And yet his work has been
finished since the creation of the world.

Heb 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must
believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.

4.3 In the Old Testament we find a different language but the same concept.
4.4 With reference to Israel's idolatry.

Deu 32:17 They sacrificed to demons, which are not God gods they had not known,
gods that recently appeared, gods your fathers did not fear.

Deu 32:18 You deserted the Rock, who fathered you; you forgot the God who gave you
birth.

Deu 32:19 TheLORD saw this and rejected them because he was angered by his sons
and daughters.

Deu 32:20 And he said, | will hide my face from them, | will see what their end shall be:
for they are a very froward generation, children in whom is no "faith " (EMUN ).

Deu 32:21 They have moved me to jealousy with that which is not God; they have
provoked me to anger with their vanities: and | will move them to jealousy with those
which are not a people; | will provoke them to anger with a foolish nation.

4.5 Even with a "belly full of doctrine" faith is very often an experiential process. Let's
look at Habakkuk as our teaching anecdote. This prophet wrote in c. 620 B.C.

4.5.1 Habakkuk reasons earnestly with God in what would seem to be an effort to
dissuade God from a cetain course of action.

Hab 1:2 How long, O LORD, must I call for help, but you do not listen? Or cry out to

you, "Violence!" but you do not save?

Hab 1:3 Why do you make me look at injustice? Why do you tolerate wrong? Destruction
and violence are beforeme; there is strife, and conflict abounds.

Hab 1:4 Therefore the law is paralyzed, and justice never prevails. The wicked hem in
the righteous, so that justice is perverted.

45.2 God answers Habakkuk.

Hab 1:5 "Look at the nations and watch--and be utterly amazed. For | am going to do
something in your days that you would not believe, even if you were told.
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Hab 1:6 | am raising up the Babylonians, that ruthless and impetuous people, who
sweep across the whole earth to seize dwelling places not their own

Hab 1:7 They are a feared and dreaded people; they are a law to themselves and promote
their own honor.

Hab 1:8 Their horses are swifter than leopards, fiercer than wolves at dusk. Their cavalry
gallops headlong; their horsemen come from afar. They fly like a vulture swooping to
devour;

Hab 1:9 they all come bent on violence. Their hordes advance like a desert wind and
gather prisoners like sand.

Hab 1:10 They deride kings and scoff at rulers. They laugh at all fortified cities; they
build earthen ramps and capture them.

Hab 1:11 Then they sweep past like the wind and go on guilty men, whose own strength
is their god."

4. 5.3 I n Hab 1:16 we will find "They sacrifi
Babylonians ascribed divine honors to their weapons and, therefore, to themselves. They
worshipped and served the creature.

Hab 1:16 Therefore he sacrifices to his sword and burns incense to his dragnet, for by his
net he lives in luxury and enjoys the choicest food.

4.5.4 In Hab 2:1 we find the prophet's expostulation comes to an end. He seems now to
slowly recognize his place as the clay before the potter; a man who is to live by faith and
not by sight.

Hab 2:1 | will stand at my watch and station myself on the ramparts; | will look to see
what God will say to me, and what answer | am to give ...

4.5.5 He had presented his complaint to God, but in faith, he is now prepared to wait
upon the Lord, assured that an answer would come. The assertion sometimes made that
Habakkuk is the supreme example of an angry doubter perhaps has been over taught.
Indeed, his prophecy ends on a note of sublime faith.

4.5.6 Itis one thing to face the problems that confront believers and ask why things are
so, or how they can be so. It is something quitedifferent to question the Divine
goodness or justice, or the very existence of God, simply because one does not agree
with Godds mani fest destiny.

4.6 Habakkuk seemed inclined to only question why the condition and not the existence
of a good and graciaus God. Several interpreters understand the watch tower to be an
actual tower or elevation. Habakkuk may be using only a figure of speech. Habakkuk
records only his determination to wait for an answer; he does not know when that
answer will come.



5. Hab 2:2-4 contains the Lord's answer to his now pliant Prophet.

Hab 2:2 Then the LORD replied: "Write down the revelation and make it plain on
tablets so that a herald may run with it.

Hab 2:3 For the revelation awaits an appointed time; it speaks of the end and will not
prove false. Though it linger, wait for it; it will certainly come and will not delay.

Hab 2:4 "See, he is puffed up; his desires are not upright-but the righteous will live by
his faith --

5.1 Whether or not the prophet actually wrote the vision on tablets for public reading
has been disputed, but it is agreed by all that he was told to record the vision.

5.2 The purpose of recording the vision is for an appointed time and must be preseved
so that its truth may be proved. It may reasonably be supposed that Habakkuk made a
record of his vision on a clay tablet, which he brought to the attention of many. It would
seem to be that the matter was to be made so clear that whoever would lateread it
might run and publish it or read it on the run.

6. That God will answer in the future and rebuke Babylon is a certainty but when it
would occur was not revealed to Habakkuk. God demanded faith from Habakkuk.

From hindsight we know not only w hen it happened but also how it happened. Babylon
later falls and Persia as divinely predicted will reign over Chaldea.

Hab 2:2 And the LORD answered me, and said, Write the vision, and make it plain upon
tables, that he may run that readeth it.

Hab 2:3 For the vision is yet for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak, and not
lie: though it tarry, wait for it; because it will surely come, it will not tarry.

Hab 2:4 Behold, the soul which is lifted up is not upright in him: but the just shall | ive
by his "faith" (EMUN ) and God will lift him up.

7. Now let's leave Habakkuk and return to the doctrine.

8. All the merit of faith to be effective must be in an object with an inherent power to
produce be it OT faith or NT faith.

9. Faith therefore is often misunderstood for you see the mere act of having faith is
useless if there is no object capable of producing.

Jam 2:19 Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe,
and tremble.

Acts 4:12 Neither is there salation in any other: for there is none other name under
heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.



9.1 Faith in doctrine as we have seen is our method for temporal sanctification i.e.
spiritual growth in time, and when faith in doctrine is m ore real than reality divine good
will be produced.

2Pe 1:3 According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life
and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:

2Pe 1:4 Whereby are given mto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these
ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the
world through lust.

2Ti 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for
reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:
2Ti 3:17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.

Pro 22:17 Bow down thine ear, and hear the words of the wise, and apply thine heart
unto my knowledge.

Pro 22:18 For it is a pleasant thing if thou keep them within thee; they shall withal be
fitted in thy lips.

Jam 1:21 Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughtiness, and receive
with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save yar souls.

Jam 1:22 But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.

This will be for the LORD'S renown, for an everlasting sign, which will
not be destroyed."

Isa 56:1 This is what the LORD says: "Maintain justice and do what is right, for my
salvation is close at hand and my righteousness will soon be revealed.
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10. Faith itself, says the Scripture, comes from doctrine, the mind of Christ. = Rom
10:17; Phi 2:5; 1Co 2:16, Rom 12:2 and 1Pe 4:1

Rom 10:17 So then faith comethby hearing, and hearing by the word of God.
Phi 2:5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:

1Co 2:16 For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we
have the mind of Christ.

Rom 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of
your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

1Pe 4:1 Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves
likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from sin;

11. Faith in the sense of a trust and a relaxed mental attitude is one of the fruits of the
Spirit of God. Gal 5:22-24

Gal 5:22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness,
goodness, faith,

Gal 5:23 Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.

Gal 5:24 And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.

12. Faith is enhanced when we are tested and proved. 1Pe 1.7

1Pe 1:7 hat the trial of your faith, being much more precious than of gold that
perisheth, though it be tried with fire, might be found unto praise and honour and glory
at the appearing of Jesus Christ:

13. Faith in Christ is the means for overcoming the world. It is the means of avoiding
condemnation and the means of obtaining salvation. Faith then is the source of
avoiding the bad and gaining the good.

1Jo 5:5 Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son
of God?

14. Seveal passages in the book of Revelation make this clear. Keep in mind "who is he
that overcometh? ... he that believeth that

Rev 2:7 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him
that overcometh will | give to eat of the tree of life, which is in the midst of the paradise
of God.

Rev 2:11 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; He
that overcometh shall not be hurt of the second death.

15. A quick point or two about the importance of doctrine in this faith process.
2Pe 1:28 stresses the process for acquiring Doctrine.

2Pe 1:2 Grace Charis ) and peace Eirene ) be multiplied ( Plethuno -optative) unto
you through the knowledge (Epignosis ) of the Lord Jesus Christ.

15.1 The Grace Plan of God with its related stability in time is wished upon each and
every believer, however, Peter recognizes his wish isiot being completely fulfilled. The
verb PLETHUNO means to augment or multiply.

15.1.1 Peter wishes God's Grace Plan and stability would increase exponentially for all
believers.

15.2 The source of this augmentation or multiplication is that wonderful word
EPIGNOSIS which is Bible Doctrine metabolized in the right lobe of the soul.

15.2.1 The Lord Jesus Christ our resurrected Celebrity is described in the genitive case
meaning we are to acquire [EPIGNOSIS ] doctrine of our Lord if we are to enjoy God's
grace and peace.

15.3 There are no short cuts. Before going on to 2Pe 1:3 let's look one more time at 2Pe

1:2 "Grace (Charis ) and peace Eirene ) be multiplied ( Plethuno ) unto you through
the knowledge (Epignosis ) of the Lord Jesus Christ.”

15. 3.1 Take note: we get peace fAthrough

15.3.2 Bible doctrine must however enter the left lobe where it is made perspicuous by
God the Holy Spirit and then by faith it must be transferred to the right lobe where it
will not only provide peace and stability but it will also produce divine good.

15.3.3 Doctrine in the left lobe is calledGnosis ; doctrine in the right lobe is called
Epignosis ; Epignosis doctrine will become pafrt of
consciousness and result in the construction of certain building blocks such as a
memory center, frame of reference, doctrine assimilated into categories, a new
vocabulary, new norms and standards, momentum and wisdom; all of which will
facilitate the pr oduction of divine good.

(Zoe) and Godliness (Eusebeia ) through the knowledge (Dia Ho Epignosis ) of Him
that hath called us to glory (Idios Doxa ) and virtue (Arete ).

16.1 [ZOE] is here translated "life" meaning that r elated to both our life in time and
eternity. This would certainly include escrow blessings for eternity and logistical grace
blessings for time.

16.2 These are marvelous promises but there is a condition precedent; we must follow
God's protocol plan; there is the negative alternative and caveat found in verse nine.
The person described in 2Pe 1:9 is the one who does not take in the Word. He is
descri bed as he who "has forgotten that

2Pe 1:9 But he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, anchath
forgotten that he was purged from his old sins

16.3 [EUSEBEIA ] is here translated "godliness” meaning the spiritual life of the

individual believer. It is special and has been designed with you and I uniquely in mind.

The optimum modus vivendi certainly would involve the maximum production of divine
good through a maximum intake of the Word of God.

16.3.1 This is best shown on our Trichotomy of The Christian Life Chat:

16.4 [EPIGNOSIS ] is translated "through the knowledge" and is a reference to
doctrine in the right lobe. Metabolized doctrine defines how we are to think and act
based upon an acceptance of the mind of Christ, (i.e. the Holy Scriptures).
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16.5 [KALEQO] is translated "called” meaning: way back yonder in eternity past God
called each believer to live the Christian life by using the two power options.

16.6 [DOXA ] is translated "glory" but unfortunately [ IDIOS ] which appears in the
Greek is nottranslated. It is better "He has called us to His glory" meaning that which
glorifies Him.

16.7 JARETE ] is translated "virtue" and means we have also been called to His very
own "virtue" in the sense of the motivation and the will to do something even when
difficult and inconvenient.

16.8 Virtue as used here means the consistent manifestation of positive volition to
attend Bible class for the purpose of taking in [GNOSIS ] which by faith can become
useful as EPIGNOSIS ).

16.9 Gnosis enters first int o the left lobe where the Holy Spirit will teach the human
spirit, giving each and every believer regardless of human 1Q complete perspicacity of
that Doctrine which is needed.

16.10 It can then become EPIGNOSIS ] but only if the now perspicuous doctrine is
accepted, believed and transferred to the right lobe.

16.11 As Doctrine is metabolized we gain capacity for blessing, testing, more doctrine
and glorification of Christ; all of this is shown on the Z axis of our Trichotomy of The
Christian Life.

17. We all have a choice to transfer the perspicuous doctrine or to reject it. Keep in
mind God provides the doctrine and we provide the faith.
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Doctrine of False Communicators
1. The Scriptures are replete with teachings aboutfalse communicators called: false
prophets, wolves in sheep clothing, satan's ministers, wells without water, hireling
prophets, profane and vain babblers.
1.1 False Prophets:
Jer 14:14 Then the LORD said unto me, The prophets prophesy lies in my name: kent
them not, neither have | commanded them, neither spake unto them: they prophesy
unto you a false vision and divination, and a thing of nought, and the deceit of their
heart.

Mat 7:15 Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep's clothing, bt inwardly
they are ravening wolves.

Mat 24:11 And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive many.

Mat 24:24 For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall shew great
signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect.

Mar 13:22 For false Christs and false prophets shall rise, and shall shew signs and
wonders, to seduce, if it were possible, even the elect.

Luk 6:26 Woe unto you, when all men shall speak well of you! for so did their fathers to
the false prophets.

2Pe 2:1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false
teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the
Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.

1Jo 4:1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God:
because many false prophets are gone out into the world.

1.2 Wolves In Sheep's Clothing

Mat 10:16 Behold, | send you forth as sheep in the midst of wolres: be ye therefore wise
as serpents, and harmless as doves.

Luk 10:3 Go your ways: behold, | send you forth as lambs among wolves.

1.3 Satan's Ministers
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2Co 11:4 For if he that cometh preacheth another Jesus, whom we have not preached, or
if ye receive another spirit, which ye have not received, or another gospel, which ye have
not accepted, ye might well bear with him ...

2Co 11:13 For such men are false apostles, deceitful workmen, masquerading as apostles
of Christ.

2Co 11:14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.

2Co 11:15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also beransformed as the

ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.

1.4 Wells Without Water

2Pe 2:17 These are wells without water, clouds that are carried with a tempest; to whom
the mist of darkness is reserved forever.

2Pe 2:18For when they speak great swelling words of vanity, they allure through the
lusts of the flesh, through much wantonness, those that were clean escaped from them
who live in error.

2Pe 2:19 While they promise them liberty, they themselves are the servantsof
corruption: for of whom a man is overcome, of the same is he brought in bondage.

2Pe 2:20 For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the
knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and
overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning.

2Pe 2:21 For it had been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness,
than, after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered unto
them.

2Pe 2:22 But it is happened unto them according to the true proverb, The dog is turned
to his own vomit again; and the sow that was washed to her wallowing in the mire.

1.5 Hirelings

Joh 10:12 But he that is an hireling, and not the shepherd, whose own the sheep are not,
seeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and fleeth: and the wolf catcheth them,
and scattereth the sheep.

Joh 10:13 The hireling fleeth, because he is an hireling, and careth not for the sheep.

1.6 Profane and Vain Babblers

1Ti 6:20 O Timothy, keep that which is committed to thy trust, avoiding profane and

vain babblings, and oppositions of science falsely so called:

2Ti 2:16 But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more
ungodliness.

2. A few Old Testament examples:

2.1 Satan cawvinced one-third of the angels to follow him in his rebellion and terrible act
of pride.
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Isa 14:12 How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou
cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations!

Isa 14:13 For thouhast said in thine heart, | will ascend into heaven, | will exalt my
throne above the stars of God: | will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the
sides of the north:

Rev 12:4 And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the
earth: and the dragon stood before the woman which was ready to be delivered, for to
devour her child as soon as it was born.

2.2 Satan was a deft false communicator when he possessed the snake, a creature
originally created as a thing of beauty but later cursed to its present state because of his
seduction of Eve.

Gen 3:1 Now the serpent was more crafty than any of the wild animals the LORD God
had made. He said to the woman, "Did God really say, "You must not eat from any tree in
the garden'?"

Gen 3:2 The woman said to the serpent, "We may eat fruit from the trees in the garden,
Gen 3:3 but God did say, '"You must not eat fruit from the tree that is in the middle of the
garden, and you must not touch it, or you will die."

Gen 3:4 "You will not surely die," the serpent said to the woman.

Gen 3:5 "For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will
be like God, knowing good and evil."

Gen 3:6 When the woman saw that the fruit of the tree was good for food and pleasingto
the eye, and also desirable for gaining wisdom, she took some and ate it. She also gave
some to her husband, who was with her, and he ate it.

2.3 Satan was also a major player in the slaying of Abel.

Gen 4:2 And she again bare his brother Abel. And Ael was a keeper of sheep, but Cain
was a tiller of the ground.

Gen 4:3 And in process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of the fruit of the
ground an offering unto the LORD.

Gen 4:4 And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat thereof. And
the LORD had respect unto Abel and to his offering:

Gen 4:5 But unto Cain and to his offering he had not respect. And Cain was very wroth,
and his countenance fell.

Gen 4:6 And the LORD said unto Cain, Why art thou wroth? and why is thy countenance
fallen?

Gen 4:7 If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not well, sin
lieth at the door. And unto thee shall be his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.

Gen 4:8 And Cain talked with Abel his brother: and it came to pass, when they were in
the field, that Cain rose up against Abel his brother, and slew him.

Joh 8:44 "Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a
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murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because th ere is no truth in
him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it."

2.4 There were false communicators who no doubt tried to dissuade Noah in building
the ark. As John Grey Barnhouse has said in his book entited Genesis

"We must realize it had never rained upon the earth. Rain was one of the things not seen
as yet. What a fool Noah must have seemed to those who lived around him, when he
warned of a change in nature that was one of the greatest in geologicahistory."

2.5 There were false communicators who rose up against Moses.

Exo 17:2 Wherefore the people did chide with Moses, and said, Give us water that we
may drink. And Moses said unto them, Why chide ye with me? wherefore do ye tempt
the LORD?

Exo 17:3 And the people thirsted there for water; and the people murmured against
Moses, and said, Wherefore is this that thou hast brought us up out of Egypt, to kill us
and our children and our cattle with thirst?

Exo 17:4 And Moses cried unto the LORD, sayng, What shall | do unto this people? they
be almost ready to stone me.

Exo 17:5 And the LORD said unto Moses, Go on before the people, and take with thee of
the elders of Israel; and thy rod, wherewith thou smotest the river, take in thine hand,
and go.

Exo 17:6 Behold, | will stand before thee there upon the rock in Horeb; and thou shalt
smite the rock, and there shall come water out of it, that the people may drink. And
Moses did so in the sight of the elders of Israel.

Num 16:2 Now Korah and his men rose up against Moses, with certain of the children of
Israel, two hundred and fifty princes of the assembly, famous in the congregation, men
of renown:

Num 16:3 And they gathered themselves together against Moses and against Aaron, and
said unto them, Yetake too much upon you, seeing all the congregation are holy, every
one of them, and the LORD is among them: wherefore then lift ye up yourselves above
the congregation of the LORD?

Num 16:4 And when Moses heard it, he fell upon his face:

Num 16:5 And he gpake unto Korah and unto all his company, saying, Even tomorrow
the LORD will show who are his, and who is holy; and will cause him to come near unto
him: even him whom he hath chosen will he cause to come near unto him.

Num 16:6 This do; Take you censersKorah, and all his company;

Num 16:7 And put fire therein, and put incense in them before the LORD tomorrow:
and it shall be that the man whom the LORD doth choose, he shall be holy: ye take too
much upon you, ye sons of Levi.

Num 16:8 And Moses said unto Korah, Hear, | pray you, ye sons of Levi:

Num 16:9 Seemeth it but a small thing unto you, that the God of Israel hath separated
you from the congregation of Israel, to bring you near to himself to do the service of the
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tabernacle of the LORD, and to stard before the congregation to minister unto them?
Num 16:10 And he hath brought thee near to him, and all thy brethren the sons of Levi
with thee: and seek ye the priesthood also?

Num 16:11 For which cause both thou and all thy company are gathered togetheagainst
the LORD: and what is Aaron, that ye murmur against him?

2.6 Aaron could not handle the Exodus generation in Moses' absence. He became a false
communicator by default, forsaking his "responsibilities as High Priest."

Exo 32:1 When the people sawthat Moses was so long in coming down from the
mountain, they gathered around Aaron and said, "Come, make us gods who will go
before us. As for this fellow Moses who brought us up out of Egypt, we don't know what
has happened to him."

Exo 32:2 Aaron answered them, "Take off the gold earrings that your wives, your sons
and your daughters are wearing, and bring them to me."

Exo 32:3 So all the people took off their earrings and brought them to Aaron.

Exo 32:4 He took what they handed him and made it into an idol cast in the shape of a
calf, fashioning it with a tool. Then they said, "These are your gods, O Israel, who
brought you up out of Egypt."

Exo 32:5 When Aaron saw this, he built an altar in front of the calf and announced,
"Tomorrow there will be a festival to the LORD."

Exo 32:6 So the next day the people rose early and sacrificed burnt offerings and
presented fellowship offerings. Afterward they sat down to eat and drink and got up to
indulge in revelry.

2.7 In Numbers chapters 22 through 25 we find the terrible example of Balaam. So evil
was this man, he became the New Testament example for all false teachers; especially
those with improper motivations.

Jude 11 Woe unto them! for they have gone in the way of Cain, and ran greedily after the
error of Balaam for reward, and perished in the gainsaying of Core.

Jude 12 These are spots in your feasts of charity, when they feast with you, feeding
themselves without fear: clouds they are without water, carried about of winds; trees
whose fruit withereth, w ithout fruit, twice dead, plucked up by the roots;

Rev 2:12 And to the angel of the church in Pergamos (300800 A. D.) write; These
things saith he which hath the sharp sword with two edges ...

Rev 2:14 But | have a few things against thee, because thoudst there them that hold the
doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balac to cast a stumbling block before the children of
Israel, to eat things sacrificed unto idols, and to commit fornication.

2.8 Isaiah who ministered to Judah during the 8th century B.C. was opposed by false
communicators of the Egyptian Party.

Isa 30:1 Woe to the rebellious children, saith the LORD, that take counsel, but not of

me; and that cover with a covering, but not of my spirit, that they may add sin to sin:
Isa 30:2 That walk to go down into Egypt, and have not asked at my mouth; to
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strengthen themselves in the strength of Pharaoh, and to trust in the shadow of Egypt!
Isa 30:3 Therefore shall the strength of Pharaoh be your shame, and the trust in the
shadow of Egypt your confusion.

2.9 Jeremiah was resisted by many false teachers during his 7th century ministry to
Judah.

Jer 43:1 And it came to pass, that when Jeremiah had made an end of speaking unto all
the people all the words of the LORD their God, for which the LORD their God had sent
him to them, even all these words,

Jer 43:2 Then spake Azariah the son of Hoshaiah, and Johanan the son of Kareah, and
all the proud men, saying unto Jeremiah, Thou speakest falsely: the LORD our God hath
not sent thee to say, Go not into Egypt to ®journ there:

Jer 43:3 But Baruch the son of Neriah setteth thee on against us, for to deliver us into
the hand of the Chaldeans, that they might put us to death, and carry us away captives
into Babylon.

Jer 43:4 So Johanan the son of Kareah, and all the aptains of the forces, and all the
people, obeyed not the voice of the LORD, to dwell in the land of Judah.

2.10 Malachi was opposed primarily by the priest of the land. They were rebuked for
falsely communicating God's Word.

Mal 2:1 "And now this admonition is for you, O priests.

Mal 2:2 If you do not listen, and if you do not set your heart to honor my name," says the
LORD Almighty, "I will send a curse upon you, and | will curse your blessings. Yes, |
have already cursed them, because you have not sgtour heart to honor me.

Mal 2:3 "Because of you | will rebuke your descendants; | will spread on your faces the
offal from your festival sacrifices, and you will be carried off with it.

Mal 2:4 And you will know that | have sent you this admonition so that my covenant
with Levi may continue,” says the LORD Almighty.

Mal 2:5 "My covenant was with him, a covenant of life and peace, and | gave them to
him; this called for reverence and he revered me and stood in awe of my name.

Mal 2:6 True instruction was in his mouth and nothing false was found on his lips. He
walked with me in peace and uprightness, and turned many from sin.

Mal 2:7 "For the lips of a priest ought to preserve knowledge, and from his mouth men
should seek instruction--because he is the messeger of the LORD Almighty.

Mal 2:8 But you have turned from the way and by your teaching have caused many to
stumble; you have violated the covenant with Levi," says the LORD Almighty.

Mal 2:9 "So | have caused you to be despised and humiliated before all he people,
because you have not followed my ways but have shown partiality in matters of the law."

2.11 Nehemiah was faced with numerous adversaries as he led the rebuilding of the city
of Jerusalem. Several of these men made false accusations against th#ewish effort to
rebuild the city plazas, walls and motes outside the wall.

Ezr 4.8 Rehum the chancellor and Shimshai the scribe wrote a letter against Jerusalem
to Artaxerxes the king in this sort ...
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Ezr 4:11 This is the copy of the letter that they sat unto him, even unto Artaxerxes the
king; Thy servants the men on this side the river, and at such a time.

Ezr 4:12 Be it known unto the king, that the Jews which came up from thee to us are
come unto Jerusalem, building the rebellious and the bad city, and have set up the walls
thereof, and joined the foundations.

Ezr 4:13 Be it known now unto the king, that, if this city be builded, and the walls set up
again, then will they not pay toll, tribute, and custom, and so thou shalt be without their
revenue.

Ezr 4:14 Now because we have maintenance from the king's palace, and it was not meet
for us to see the king's dishonour, therefore have we sent and certified the king;

Ezr 4:15 That search may be made in the book of the records of thy fathers: so shalt thu
find in the book of the records, and know that this city is a rebellious city, and hurtful
unto kings and provinces, and that they have moved sedition within the same of old
time: for which cause was this city destroyed.

3. There were numerous false conmunicators actively resisting our Lord during the
Kingdom Age.

4. They were primarily the religious heirarchy consisting of the Scribes, Pharisees and
Sadducees.

Mat 19:3 The Pharisees also came unto him, tempting him, and saying unto him, Is it
lawful for a man to put away his wife for every cause?

Mat 19:4 And he answered and said unto them, "Have ye not read, that he which made
them at the beginning made them male and female,”

Mat 19:5 "And said, For this cause shall a man leave father and mother, anl shall cleave
to his wife: and they twain shall be one flesh?"

Mat 19:6 "Wherefore they are no more twain, but one flesh. What therefore God hath
joined together, let not man put asunder.”

Mat 19:7 They say unto him, Why did Moses then command to give a witing of
divorcement, and to put her away?

Mat 19:8 He saith unto them, "Moses because of the hardness of your hearts suffered
you to put away your wives: but from the beginning it was not so."

Mat 16:1 The Pharisees also with the Sadducees came, and tguting desired him that he
would shew them a sign from heaven.

Mat 16:2 He answered and said unto them, "When it is evening, ye say, It will be fair
weather: for the sky is red."

Mat 16:3 "And in the morning, It will be foul weather to day: for the sky is red. O ye
hypocrites, ye can discern the face of the sky; but can ye not discern the signs of the
times?"

Mat 16:4 "A wicked and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no
sign be given unto it, but the sign of the prophet Jonas."” And he left them, and departed.

Mar 11:15 On reaching Jerusalem, Jesus entered the temple area and began driving out
those who were buying and selling there. He overturned the tables of the money
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changers and the benches of those selling doves,

Mar 11:16 and would not allow anyone to carry merchandise through the temple courts.
Mar 11:17 And as he taught them, he said, "Is it not written: "My house will be called a
house of prayer for all nations'? But you have made it ‘a den of robbers."

Mar 11:18 The chief piests and the teachers of the law heard this and began looking for
a way to Kill him, for they feared him, because the whole crowd was amazed at his
teaching.

Mat 15:1 Then came to Jesus scribes and Pharisees, which were of Jerusalem, saying,
Mat 15:2 Why do thy disciples transgress the tradition of the elders? for they wash not
their hands when they eat bread.

Mat 15:3 But he answered and said unto them, "Why do ye also transgress the
commandment of God by your tradition?

5. There have been and still ae numerous false teachers abounding in the Church Age.
As with false teachers of every age they are to be critiqued based on the content of their
teaching.

5.1 There were false teachers in Corinth teaching there was no "bodily resurrection.”

1Co 15:14 Ad if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so is your faith.
1Co 15:15 More than that, we are then found to be false witnesses about God, for we have
testified about God that he raised Christ from the dead. But he did not raise him if in

fact the dead are not raised.

1Co 15:16 For if the dead are not raised, then Christ has not been raised either.

5.2 There were false teachers in Corinth who were critical of Paul's speech, devotion to
grace and his appearance. It is interesting to notePaul says false teachers often are glib
entertainers who have little substance. 2Co 11:433

2Co 11:1 | hope you will put up with a little of my foolishness; but you are already doing
that.

2Co 11:2 | am jealous for you with a godly jealousy. | promised yal to one husband, to
Christ, so that | might present you as a pure virgin to him.

2Co 11:3 But | am afraid that just as Eve was deceived by the serpent's cunning, your
minds may somehow be led astray from your sincere and pure devotion to Christ.

2Co 11:4For if someone comes to you and preaches a Jesus other than the Jesus we
preached, or if you receive a different spirit from the one you received, or a different
gospel from the one you accepted, you put up with it easily enough.

2Co0 11:5 But | do not think | am in the least inferior to those "super -apostles."

2Co0 11:6 | may not be a trained speaker, but | do have knowledge. We have made this
perfectly clear to you in every way ...

2Co0 11:12 And I will keep on doing what | am doing in order to cut the ground from
under those who want an opportunity to be considered equal with us in the things they
boast about.

2Co 11:13 For such men are false apostles, deceitful workmen, masquerading as apostles
of Christ ...
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2Co0 11:16 | repeat: Let no one take me for #ool. But if you do, then receive me just as
you would a fool, so that | may do a little boasting ...

2Co 11:20 In fact, you even put up with anyone who enslaves you or exploits you or takes
advantage of you or pushes himself forward or slaps you in the fae.

2Co 11:21 To my shame | admit that we were too weak for that! What anyone else dares
to boast about--1 am speaking as a fool-1 also dare to boast about.

2Co0 11:22 Are they Hebrews? So am I. Are they Israelites? So am I. Are they Abraham's
descendants?So am |.

2Co 11:23 Are they servants of Christ? (I am out of my mind to talk like this.) | am more.

| have worked much harder, been in prison more frequently, been flogged more
severely, and been exposed to death again and again ...

2Co 11:28 Besides eveithing else, | face daily the pressure of my concern for all the
churches.

5.3 There were false teachers at Jerusalem who mixed Judaism and Christianity.
Hebrews chapters 18. Let me give you a few selected passages:

Heb 3:1 Therefore, holy brothers, who share in the heavenly calling, fix your thoughts on
Jesus, the apostle and high priest whom we confess.

Heb 3:2 He was faithful to the one who appointed him, just as Moses was faithful in all
God's house.

Heb 3:3 Jesus has been found worthy of greater horor than Moses, just as the builder of
a house has greater honor than the house itself.

Heb 3:4 For every house is built by someone, but God is the builder of everything.

Heb 3:5 Moses was faithful as a servant in all God's house, testifying to what would &
said in the future.

Heb 3:6 But Christ is faithful as a son over God's house. And we are his house, if we hold
on to our courage and the hope of which we boast.

Heb 3:7 So, as the Holy Spirit says: "Today, if you hear his voice,

Heb 3:8 do not harden your hearts as you did in the rebellion, during the time of testing
in the desert,

Heb 3:9 where your fathers tested and tried me and for forty years saw what | did ...

Heb 4:8 For if Joshua had given them rest, God would not have spoken later about
another day.

Heb 4:9 There remains, then, a Sabbathrest for the people of God,;

Heb 4:10 for anyone who enters God's rest also rests from his own work, just as God did
from his.

Heb 4:11 Let us, therefore, make every effort to enter that rest, so that no one willfall by
following their example of disobedience.

Heb 4:12 For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double edged
sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the
thoughts and attitudes of the heart.

Heb 4:13 Nothing in all creation is hidden from God's sight Everything is uncovered and
laid bare before the eyes of him to whom we must give account.
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Heb 4:14 Therefore, since we have a great high priest who has gone through the
heavens, Jesus the Son o6God, let us hold firmly to the faith we profess.

Heb 4:15 For we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our
weaknesses, but we have one who has been tempted in every way, just as we arget was
without sin.

Heb 4:16 Let us thenapproach the throne of grace with confidence, so that we may
receive mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need ...

Heb 5:11 We have much to say about this, but it is hard to explain because you are slow
to learn.

Heb 5:12 In fact, though by this time you ought to be teachers, you need someone to
teach you the elementary truths of God's word all over again. You need milk, not solid
food!

Heb 5:13 Anyone who lives on milk, being still an infant, is not acquainted with the
teaching about righteousness.

Heb 5:14 But solid food is for the mature, who by constant use have trained themselves
to distinguish good from evil.

Heb 7:12 For when there is a change of the priesthood, there must also be a change of
the law.

Heb 7:13 He of whom these things are sid belonged to a different tribe, and no one
from that tribe has ever served at the altar.

Heb 7:14 For it is clear that our Lord descended from Judah, and in regard to that tribe
Moses said nothing about priests.

Heb 7:15 And what we have said is even mee clear if another priest like Melchizedek
appears,

5.4 There were false teachers who came from Jerusalem to Galatia, particularly Antioch,
to teach a doctrine of salvation and spirituality by faith and works. These legalist also
taught false doctrine about circumcision which Paul successfully resisted.

Gal 2:1 Fourteen years later (just after the 1st missionary journey in about  A.D. 50) |
went up again to Jerusalem, this time with Barnabas. | took Titus along also.

Gal 2:2 | went in response to a revelation and set before them the gospel that | preach
among the Gentiles. But | did this privately to those who seemed to be leaders, for fear
that | was running or had run my race in vain.

Gal 2:3 Yet not even Titus, who was with me, was compelled to be iccumcised, even
though he was a Greek.

Gal 2:4 This matter arose because some false brothers had infiltrated our ranks to spy
on the freedom we have in Christ Jesus and to make us slaves.

Gal 2:5 We did not give in to them for a moment, so that the truth of the gospel might
remain with you.

Gal 2:6 As for those who seemed to be important-whatever they were makes no
difference to me; God does not judge by external appearance-those men added nothing
to my message.

Gal 2:7 On the contrary, they saw that | had been entrusted with the task of preaching
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the gospel to the Gentiles, just as Peter had been to the Jews.

Gal 2:8 For God, who was at work in the ministry of Peter as an apostle to the Jews, was
also at work in my ministry as an apostle to the Gentiles.

Gal 2:9 James, Peter and John, those reputed to be pillars, gave me and Barnabas the
right hand of fellowship when they recognized the grace given to me. They agreed that
we should go to the Gentiles, and they to the Jews.

Gal 2:10 All they asked was tha we should continue to remember the poor, the very
thing | was eager to do.

Gal 2:11 When Peter came to Antioch, | opposed him to his face, because he was clearly
in the wrong.

Gal 2:12 Before certain men came from James, he used to eat with the GentileBut
when they arrived, he began to draw back and separate himself from the Gentiles
because he was afraid of those who belonged to the circumcision group.

Gal 2:13 The other Jews joined him in his hypocrisy, so that by their hypocrisy even
Barnabas was lal astray.

Gal 2:14 When | saw that they were not acting in line with the truth of the gospel, | said
to Peter in front of them all, "You are a Jew, yet you live like a Gentile and not like a Jew.
How is it, then, that you force Gentiles to follow Jewish customs?

Gal 2:15 "We who are Jews by birth and not 'Gentile sinners'

Gal 2:16 know that a man is not justified by observing the law, but by faith in Jesus
Christ. So we, too, have put our faith in Christ Jesus that we may be justified by faith in
Christ and not by observing the law, because by observing the law no one will be
justified.

Gal 2:17 "If, while we seek to be justified in Christ, it becomes evident that we ourselves
are sinners, does that mean that Christ promotes sin? Absolutely not!

Gal 2:18 If | rebuild what | destroyed, | prove that | am a lawbreaker.

Gal 2:19 For through the law | died to the law so that | might live for God.

Gal 2:20 | have been crucified with Christ and | no longer live, but Christ lives in me.

The life | live in the body, | live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave
himself for me.

Gal 2:21 | do not set aside the grace of God, for if righteousness could be gained through
the law, Christ died for nothing!"

Acts 15:1 Some men came down from Judea to Antioch andvere teaching the brothers:
"Unless you are circumcised, according to the custom taught by Moses, you cannot be
saved.”

Acts 15:2 This brought Paul and Barnabas into sharp dispute and debate with them. So
Paul and Barnabas were appointed, along with someother believers, to go up to
Jerusalem to see the apostles and elders about this question.

Acts 15:3 The church sent them on their way, and as they traveled through Phoenicia
and Samaria, they told how the Gentiles had been converted. This news made all te
brothers very glad.

Acts 15:4 When they came to Jerusalem, they were welcomed by the church and the
apostles and elders, to whom they reported everything God had done through them.
Acts 15:5 Then some of the believers who belonged to the party of the Ph@sees stood up
and said, "The Gentiles must be circumcised and required to obey the law of Moses."
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Acts 15:6 The apostles and elders met to consider this question.

Acts 15:7 After much discussion, Peter got up and addressed them: "Brothers, you know
that some time ago God made a choice among you that the Gentiles might hear from my
lips the message of the gospel and believe.

Acts 15:8 God, who knows the heart, showed that he accepted them by giving the Holy
Spirit to them, just as he did to us.

Act 15:9 Hemade no distinction between us and them, for he purified their hearts by
faith.

Acts 15:10 Now then, why do you try to test God by putting on the necks of the disciples
a yoke that neither we nor our fathers have been able to bear?

Acts 15:11 No! We belige it is through the grace of our Lord Jesus that we are saved, just
as they are."

Acts 15:12 The whole assembly became silent as they listened to Barnabas and Paul
telling about the miraculous signs and wonders God had done among the Gentiles
through them..

Acts 15:13 When they finished, James spoke up: "Brothers, listen to me.

Acts 15:14 Simon has described to us how God at first showed his concern by taking
from the Gentiles a people for himself.

Acts 15:15 The words of the prophets are in agreement withthis, as it is written:

Acts 15:16 "After this | will return and rebuild David's fallen tent. Its ruins | will rebuild,
and | will restore it,

Acts 15:17 that the remnant of men may seek the Lord, and all the Gentiles who bear my
name, says the Lord, whodoes these things'

Acts 15:18 that have been known for ages.

Acts 15:19 "It is my judgment, therefore, that we should not make it difficult for the
Gentiles who are turning to God.

Acts 15:20 Instead we should write to them, telling them to abstain from food polluted

by idols, from sexual immorality, from the meat of strangled animals and from blood.
Acts 15:21 For Moses has been preached in every city from the earliest times and is read
in the synagogues on every Sabbath."

Acts 15:22 Then the apostlesand elders, with the whole church, decided to choose some
of their own men and send them to Antioch with Paul and Barnabas. They chose Judas
(called Barsabbas) and Silas, two men who were leaders among the brothers.

Acts 15:23 With them they sent the following letter: The apostles and elders, your
brothers, To the Gentile believers in Antioch, Syria and Cilicia: Greetings.

Acts 15:24 We have heard that some went out from us without our authorization and
disturbed you, troubling your minds by what they said.

Acts 15:25 So we all agreed to choose some men and send them to you with our dear
friends Barnabas and Paul-

Acts 15:26 men who have risked their lives for the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Acts 15:27 Therefore we are sending Judas and Silas to confirnbby word of mouth what
we are writing.

Acts 15:28 It seemed good to the Holy Spirit and to us not to burden you with anything
beyond the following requirements:

Acts 15:29 You are to abstain from food sacrificed to idols, from blood, from the meat of
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strangled animals and from sexual immorality. You will do well to avoid these things.
Farewell.

5.5 There were false teachers teaching post tribulation and partial tribulation theories of
the rapture; they seem to abound in Thessalonica. 2Th 2:112.

2Th 2:1 Cancerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our being gathered to him,
we ask you, brothers,

2Th 2:2 not to become easily unsettled or alarmed by some prophecy, report or letter
supposed to have come from us, saying that the day of the Lord was at had.

2Th 2:3 Don't let anyone deceive you in any way, for that day will not come until the
rebellion occurs and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the man doomed to destruction.
2Th 2:4 He will oppose and will exalt himself over everything that is called God or is
worshiped, so that he sets himself up in God's temple, proclaiming himself to be God.
2Th 2:5 Don't you remember that when | was with you | used to tell you these things?
2Th 2:6 And now you know what is holding him back, so that he may be revealedat the
proper time.

2Th 2:7 For the secret power of lawlessness is already at work; but the one who now
holds it back will continue to do so till he is taken out of the way.

2Th 2:8 And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord Jesus will overthrow
with the breath of his mouth and destroy by the splendor of his coming.

2Th 2:9 The coming of the lawless one will be in accordance with the work of Satan
displayed in all kinds of counterfeit miracles, signs and wonders,

2Th 2:10 and in every sort o evil that deceives those who are perishing. They perish
because they refused to love the truth and so be saved.

2Th 2:11 For this reason God sends them a powerful delusion so that they will believe
the lie

2Th 2:12 and so that all will be condemned who have not believed the truth but have
delighted in wickedness.

5.6 There were false teachers who tried to put church age saints back under the Mosaic
law. 1Ti 1:311

1Ti 1:3 As | urged you when | went into Macedonia, stay there in Ephesus so that you
may command certain men not to teach false doctrines any longer

1Ti 1:4 nor to devote themselves to myths and endless genealogies. These promote
controversies rather than God's work--which is by faith.

1Ti 1:5 The goal of this command is love, which comes froma pure heart and a good
conscience and a sincere faith.

1Ti 1.6 Some have wandered away from these and turned to meaningless talk.

1Ti 1.7 They want to be teachers of the law, but they do not know what they are talking
about or what they so confidently affirm.

1Ti 1:8 We know that the law is good if one uses it properly.

1Ti 1:9 We also know that law is made not for the righteous but for lawbreakers and
rebels, the ungodly and sinful, the unholy and irreligious; for those who kill their fathers
or mothers, for murderers,
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1Ti 1:10 for adulterers and perverts, for slave traders and liars and perjurers-and for
whatever else is contrary to the sound doctrine

1Ti 1:11 that conforms to the glorious gospel of the blessed God, which he entrusted to
me.

5.7 Thereare false teachers who it would seem love to obfuscate the truth with
speculation which at least in part contradicts the Scriptures; they love to wax eloquent
with reference to "knowledge, science, etc. 1Ti 6:2021

1Ti 6:20 Timothy, guard what has been ertrusted to your care. Turn away from godless
chatter and the opposing ideas of what is falsely called knowledge,

1Ti 6:21 which some have professed and in so doing have wandered from the faith.
Grace be with you.

5.8 False teachers pervasively will aboundin various forms; spanning the gamut from
do-gooder legalist to antinomian despisers of morality. 2Ti 3:1-13

2Ti 3:1 But mark this: There will be terrible times in the last days.
2Ti 3:2 People will be lovers of themselves, lovers of money, boastful, praud, abusive,
disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy,

2Ti 3:3 without love, unforgiving, slanderous, without self -control, brutal, not lovers of
the good,

2Ti 3:4 treacherous, rash, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God

2Ti 3:5 having a form of godliness but denying its power. Have nothing to do with them.
2Ti 3:6 They are the kind who worm their way into homes and gain control over weak-
willed women, who are loaded down with sins and are swayed by all kinds of evil
desires,

2Ti 3:7 always learning but never able to acknowledge the truth.

2Ti 3:8 Just as Jannes and Jambres opposed Moses, so also these men oppose the truth
-men of depraved minds, who, as far as the faith is concerned, are rejected.

2Ti 3:9 But they will not get very far because, as in the case of those men, their folly will
be clear to everyone.

2Ti 3:10 You, however, know all about my teaching, my way of life, my purpose, faith,
patience, love, endurance,

2Ti 3:11 persecutions, sufferings-what kinds of things happened to me in Antioch,
Iconium and Lystra, the persecutions | endured. Yet the Lord rescued me from all of
them.

2Ti 3:12 In fact, everyone who wants to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be
persecuted,

2Ti 3:13 while evil men and impostors will go from bad to worse, deceiving and being
deceived.

5.9 Paul says on the island of Crete there are false teachers who love to speak of the
merits of the law, discoursing on genealogies, endless contentions and pontifications.
Paul urges Titus to confront th ese false communicators and to protect the congregates
by urging Pastors to teach sound doctrine.
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Tit 1:10 For there are many rebellious people, mere talkers and deceivers, especially
those of the circumcision group.

Tit 1:11 They must be silenced, becauesthey are ruining whole households by teaching
things they ought not to teach--and that for the sake of dishonest gain.

Tit 1:12 Even one of their own prophets has said, "Cretans are always liars, evil brutes,
lazy gluttons.”

Tit 1:13 This testimony is true. Therefore, rebuke them sharply, so that they will be
sound in the faith

Tit 1:14 and will pay no attention to Jewish myths or to the commands of those who
reject the truth.

Tit 3:9 But avoid foolish controversies and genealogies and arguments and quarels
about the law, because these are unprofitable and useless.

Tit 3:10 Warn a divisive person once, and then warn him a second time. After that, have
nothing to do with him.

5.10 Peter warns against the perils of false teachers in 2Pe 2:B.

2Pe 2:1 But there were also false prophets among the people, just as there will be false
teachers among you. They will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even denying the
sovereign Lord who bought them--bringing swift destruction on themselves.

2Pe 2:2 Many will follow their shameful ways and will bring the way of truth into
disrepute.

2Pe 2:3 In their greed these teachers will exploit you with stories they have made up.
Their condemnation has long been hanging over them, and their destruction has not
been sleeping.

5.11 John in 1Jo 2:1819 warns against false teachers much in the same way as Peter.
These false teachers, like those warned against by Peter, would deny the Lord that
bought them; they would gain a following and cast a shadow on the way of truth - "They
will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even denying the sovereign Lord who bought
them--bringing swift destruction on themselves."

1Jo 2:18 Dear children, this is the last hour; and as you have heard that the antichrist is
coming, even now many antichrists have come. This is how we know it is the last hour.
1Jo 2:19 They went out from us, but they did not really belong to us. For if they had
belonged to us, they would have remained with us; but their going showed that none of
them belonged to us.

5.12 In 1Jo 2:22-23 we have a warning that "little antichrists" abound who deny the
Father and the Son. Their purpose would be mercenary; they would be motivated
through covetousness- "In their greed these teachers will exploit you."

1Jo 2:22 Whois a liar but he that denieth that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist, that
denieth the Father and the Son.
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1Jo 2:23 Whosoever denieth the Son, the same hath not the Father: he that
acknowledgeth the Son hath the Father also.

5.13 The judgment of these false teachers is said to be a certainty.

2Pe 2:1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false
teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the

Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.

2Pe 2:2 And many shall follow their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of

truth shall be evil spoken of.

2Pe 2:3 And through covetousness shall they with feigned words make merchandise of
you: whose judgment now of a long time lingereth not, and their damnation slumbereth
not.

2Pe 2:4 For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but sent them to hell
(Tartaroo), putting them into gloomy dungeons to be held for judgment;

2Pe 2:5 if he did not spare the ancient wolld when he brought the flood on its ungodly
people, but protected Noah, a preacher of righteousness, and seven others;

2Pe 2:6 if he condemned the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah by burning them to ashes,
and made them an example of what is going to happen tothe ungodly;

2Pe 2:7 and if he rescued Lot, a righteous man, who was distressed by the filthy lives of
lawless men

2Pe 2:8 (for that righteous man, living among them day after day, was tormented in his
righteous soul by the lawless deeds he saw and heard)

2Pe 2:9 if this is so, then the Lord knows how to rescue godly men from trials and to
hold the unrighteous for the day of judgment, while continuing their punishment.

5.14 The characteristics of the false teachers are enumerated by Peter. Their fleshlgelf-
indulgence is recounted in 2Pe 2:1012.

2Pe 2:10 This is especially true of those who follow the corrupt desire of the sinful
nature and despise authority. Bold and arrogant, these men are not afraid to slander
celestial beings;

2Pe 2:11 yet even agels, although they are stronger and more powerful, do not bring
slanderous accusations against such beings in the presence of the Lord.

2Pe 2:12 But these men blaspheme in matters they do not understand. They are like
brute beasts, creatures of instinct, born only to be caught and destroyed, and like beasts
they too will perish.

5.15 Their perversion of Christian conviviality and sociability is warned against in 2Pe
2:13.

2Pe 2:13 They will be paid back with harm for the harm they have done. Their idea d
pleasure is to carouse in broad daylight. They are blots and blemishes, reveling in their
pleasures while they feast with you.

5.16 Their moral instability is described in 2Pe 2:14.
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2Pe 2:14 With eyes full of adultery, they never stop sinning; theyseduce the unstable;
they are experts in greed-an accursed brood!

5.17 Their crassly selfish motivation is described as being similar to Balaam. False
teachers are often motivated by approbation, prestige and monetary gain.

2Pe 2:15 They have left thestraight way and wandered off to follow the way of Balaam
son of Beor, who loved the wages of wickedness.

5.18 Their spiritual barrenness, even though saved, is further delineated in 1Pe 2:20
22.

2Pe 2:20 If they have escaped the corruption of the woild by knowing our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ and are again entangled in it and overcome, they are worse off at the
end than they were at the beginning.

2Pe 2:21 It would have been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness,
than to have known it and then to turn their backs on the sacred command that was
passed on to them.

2Pe 2:22 Of them the proverbs are true: "A dog returns to its vomit,” and, "A sow that is
washed goes back to her wallowing in the mud."

5.19 False teachers should surpse none of us given the fact the Scriptures tell us Satan
is capable of becoming a minister of light just as are his ministers; to ascertain the true
from the false we have the indwelling of God the Holy Spirit; Pastors need to document
what they teach and avoid teaching what is not in the Scripture.

2Co 11:13 For such men are false apostles, deceitful workmen, masquerading as apostles
of Christ.

2Co 11:14 And no wonder, for Satan himself masquerades as an angel of light.

2Co 11:15 It is not surprising,then, if his servants masquerade as servants of
righteousness. Their end will be what their actions deserve.

5.20 There are false teachers in substance and motivation. First we look at some
unnamed teachers and then take a look at several specific individials.

Phi 1:14 Because of my chains, most of the brothers in the Lord have been encouraged to
speak the word of God more courageously and fearlessly.

Phi 1:15 It is true that some preach Christ out of envy and rivalry, but others out of
goodwill.

Phi 1:16The latter do so in love, knowing that | am put here for the defense of the
gospel.

Phi 1:17 The former preach Christ out of selfish ambition, not sincerely, supposing that
they can stir up trouble for me while | am in chains.

Phi 1:18 But what does it mater? The important thing is that in every way, whether from
false motives or true, Christ is preached. And because of this | rejoice. Yes, and | will
continue to rejoice,
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1Ti 1:19 Holding faith, and a good conscience; which some having put away concermig
faith have made shipwreck:

1Ti 1:20 Of whom isHymenaeus and Alexander  ; whom | have delivered unto Satan,
that they may learn not to blaspheme.

2Ti 4:13 The cloke that | left at Troas with Carpus, when thou comest, bring with thee,
and the books, but especially the parchments.

2Ti 4:14 Alexander the coppersmith did me much evil: the Lord reward him according
to his works:

2Ti 4:15 Of whom be you must beware also; for he hath greatly withstood our words.
2Ti 4:16 At my first answer no man stood with me, but all men forsook me: | pray God
that it may not be laid to their charge.

2Ti 4:17 Notwithstanding the Lord stood with me, and strengthened me; that by me the
preaching might be fully known, and that all the Gentiles might hear: and | was
delivered out of the mouth of the lion.

2Ti 4:18 And the Lord shall deliver me from every evil work, and will preserve me unto
his heavenly kingdom: to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.

5.21 Many think Hymenaeus was a teacher in Ephesus; he is mentioned in T 1:20
and 2Ti 2:17, he is condemned by Paul for being a false teacher.

1Ti 1:20 Of whom isHymenaeus and Alexander; whom | have delivered unto Satan,
that they may learn not to blaspheme.

2Ti 2:15 Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman thatneedeth not to be
ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.

2Ti 2:16 But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more
ungodliness.

2Ti 2:17 And their word will eat as doth a cancer (Gangraina): of whom is Hymenaeus
and Philetus ;

2Ti 2:18 Who concerning the truth have erred, saying that the resurrection is past
already ; and overthrow the faith of some.

5.21.1 It is difficult to determine the exact nature of their false teaching. it would seem,
they were at best distorting pre-trib/p re-mil eschatology.

5.22 There is an Alexander mentioned in Acts 19:33. The Alexander of Acts 19:33
may be the same as the Alexander of 1Ti 1:20; there are others who believe he was
simply a Jew who wanted to speak to the crowds in Ephesus andhus relieve the Jewish
citizens of Ephesus of blame for Paul's teaching.

Acts 19:30 Paul wanted to appear before the crowd, but the disciples would not let him.
Acts 19:31 Even some of the officials of the province, friends of Paul, sent him a message
begging him not to venture into the theater.

Acts 19:32 The assembly was in confusion: Some were shouting one thing, some
another. Most of the people did not even know why they were there.
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Acts 19:33 The Jews pushed Alexander to the front, and some of therowd shouted
instructions to him. He motioned for silence in order to make a defense before the
people.

Acts 19:34 But when they realized he was a Jew, they all shouted in unison for about two
hours: "Great is Artemis of the Ephesians!”

5.23 Alexander is more than likely also the Alexander of 2Ti 4:14, who opposed Paul's
apostolic teaching and testified against him.

5.23.1 The phrase "delivered unto Satan" in 1Ti 1:20 has been interpreted by most
expositors to mean the apostolic imposition of some extraordinary chastisement,
perhaps similar to that ordered by Paul in 1Co 5:5.

1Co 5:1 It is reported commonly that there is fornication among you, and such
fornication as is not so much as named among the Gentiles, that one should have his
father's wife.

1Co 5:2 And ye are puffed up, and have not rather mourned, that he that hath done this
deed might be taken away from among you.

1Co 5:3 For | verily, as absent in body, but present in spirit, have judged already, as
though | were present, concerning him that hath so done this deed,

1Co 5:4 In the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, when ye are gathered together, and my
spirit, with the power of our Lord Jesus Christ,

1Co 5:5To deliver such an one unto Satan for the destruction of the flesh , that
the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.

5.23.2 Paul commands Timothy in verse fifteen of chapter four to beware of Alexander,
who has openly attacked the truth.

5.23.3 This would seem to be in keeping with the principles of separation.

5.24 Let's look at one other infamous reversionist of Paul's day and most likely also a
false teacher- Demas.

5.24.1 Demas is mentiored three times in the NT (Col 4:14; 2Ti 4:10; Phm 24).
Col 4:14 Luke, the beloved physician, andDemas , greet you.
5.24.2 Demas may be a shortened form of Demetrius.

5.24.3 He was a believer, and was evidently with Paul when he wrote Colossians and
Philemon.

Phm 1:24 Marcus, Aristarchus, Demas , Lucas, my fellow laborers.
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5.24.4 Later, when writing Second Timothy, Paul pens the dismal fact that Demas had
forsaken him, "having loved this present world."

2Ti 4:10 For Demas hath forsaken me, having loved this present world, and is departed
unto Thessalonica; Crescens to Galatia, Titus unto Dalmatia.

6. Wycliffe in his Encyclopedia has the following to say concerning Hymenaeus,
Philetus, Demas and Alexander.

HYMENAEUS

A teacher in Ephesus (perhaps), mentioned in 1Ti 1:20 and 2Ti 2:17, condemmed by
Paul for false teaching. He appears to have rejected the apostolic teaching of Paul. For
this Paul delivered him over to Satan to teach him the error of blaspheming ...

The second error of Hymeaneus was the affirmation that the resurrection had already
taken place. Like cancer, the error was apparently spreading and doing injury to the
faith of certain persons ... Again, it may have been a teaching that the resurrection was
spiritual in nature ... and not a bodily resurrection ... these heretical views are recorded
by 2nd century writers (Justin Martyr, Irenaeus and Tertullian).

PHILETUS

Mentioned but once in the Bible (2Ti 2:17). Paul warns against him and Hymanaeus
whose teachings undermined the faith. They were Gnostics and their specific error was
the Gnostic teaching that there is no future resurrection of the body--the body is entirely
evil and therefore irrelevant --but only a "spiritual experience" which occurs at salvation.
Thus they were saying that those who have spiritual enlightenment have already enjoyed
the real blessing of resurrection. This Gnostic denial of the bodily resurrection was
destroying the faith of some in Paul's day.

DEMAS

Mentioned three times in the NT (Col 4:14; 2Ti 4:10; Phm 1:24). This may be a
shortened form of Demetrius . He was a believer, and was evidently with Paul when he
wrote Colossians and Philemon. Later, when writing 1l Timothy, Paul pens the dismal
fact that Demas had forsaken him, "having loved this present world."

ALEXANDER

Acts 19:33 And they drewAlexander out of the multitude, the Jews putting him
forward. And Alexander beckoned with the hand, and would have made his defense
unto the people.

1Ti 1:20 O whom is Hymenaeus and Alexander ; whom | have delivered unto Satan,
that they may learn not to blaspheme.

2Ti 4:14 Alexander the coppersmith did me much evil: the Lord reward him according
to his works:

34



7. That there are false teachers in the Tribulation goes without saying given the existence
and extensive teaching of the Antichrist, False Prophet and the head of the Babylonian
Whore Church. Clearly the Antichrist will be the ultimate false teacher.

2Th 2:3 Don't let anyone deceive you in any way, forthat day will not come until the
rebellion occurs and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the man doomed to destruction.
2Th 2:4 He will oppose and will exalt himself over everything that is called God or is
worshiped, so that he sets himself up in God'stemple, proclaiming himself to be God.
2Th 2:5 Don't you remember that when | was with you | used to tell you these things?
2Th 2:6 And now you know what is holding him back, so that he may be revealed at the
proper time.

Rev 13:7 He was given power to make waagainst the saints and to conquer them. And
he was given authority over every tribe, people, language and nation.

Rev 13:8 All inhabitants of the earth will worship the beast-- all whose names have not
been written in the book of life belonging to the Lamb that was slain from the creation of
the world.
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8. The only evidence of false teaching in the Millennium is that of Satan at the end of the
one thousand year reign of Christ.
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Doctrine of Fear/Respect
1. What the Bible teaches about fear is (in a sense) enigmatic.

2. We are told to fear God and yet we are also told perfect love casteth out all fear. C. S.
Lewis provides, in his own special way, an answer to the dilemma. How can you fear
God, and yet confidently trust Him for your every need?

3. In his book The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe he writes of two children
searching for their brother, who is under the spell of a wicked witch. They are desperate
for help when they hear that the Lion King of Narnia is on the move. The Lion in his
book is symbolic of Christ the God-man. The children both fear and respect the Lion
King hoping He might help them, one of the children, says, "Ooh!" said Susan, "Is he
safe? | feel quite nervous about meetinga lion." "Safe?" said Mr. Beaver. "Who said
anything about safe? 'Course he isn't safe. But he's good." He's the King ..." Christ as
the Lion of Judah is quite the companion, strong, bold, perfect and devoted to His pride
but better yet, my Christi an friend, He is Good!

3.1 The more we surrender to fear, the more things we will fear.
3.2 The more things we surrender to fear, the greater our capacity for fear.
3.3 The greater our capacity for fear, the more we increase the power of fear in outife.

3.4 The more we increase the power of fear in our life, the harder it becomes to grow in
His grace.

3.5 Fear can be a sin or an evil in our life. Fear, as a sin, can be handled easily, just
name it to God and move on. Fear, which becomes eVj is another matter.

3.6 If we let the sin of fear stick around, it will become an evil, a terrible mental attitude
sin which is both irrational and irresponsible; and thus, a terrible distraction, breeding
failure and unhappiness.

3.7 That man shouldfear and respect God is an established principle. In one sense,
however, as His prized possession, the regenerate man with doctrine should bask in the
fact that God is our shield and our very great reward. In another sense God is not to be
mocked or tempted.

Gen 15:1 After his deliverance of Lot, the word of the LORD came unto Abram in a
vision, saying, Fear not, Abram: | am thy shield, and thy exceeding great reward.

3.7.1 Reversionistic man, in contrast, is like an animal left to provide for himself in fear,

protected from death, but left to live as an object of God's discipline. Lot feared to travel
the way God directed. Gen 19:1719
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Gen 19:17 And it came to passwhen they had brought them forth abroad, that he said,
Escape for thy life; look not behind thee, neither stay thou in all the plain; escape to the
mountain, lest thou be consumed.

Gen 19:18 But Lot said to them, "No, my lords, please!

Gen 19:19 Your sevant has found favor in your eyes, and you have shown great kindness
to me in sparing my life. But | can't flee to the mountains of Zoar; this disaster will
overtake me, and I'll die.

3.8 The closing chapter in the career of Lot is a pitiful period of fear and incest.

3.9 Lot found himself evicted from his city of choice to live in fear of God and man.
Zoar is a city located on the south shore of the Dead sea, its king had been one of the
kings who had earlier captured Lot, requiring Abraham to rescue both him and his
family.

3.10 Lot and his family failed miserably. Disaster, disgrace, despair, and death are
written in their epitaph.

3.11 On his tombstone an appropriate inscription might have been: "Be not deceived;
God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap" (Gal 6:7).

3.12 The fear, and the dread of appearing before a Holy God, is eliminatedor ought to
be-in the life of a believer.

1Jo 4:18 There is no fear in love Agape ). But perfect love drives out fear, because fear
has to do with punishment. The one who fears is not made perfect in love.

Rom 8:1 Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus ...
Rom 8:33 Who will bring a charge against those whom God has chosen? It is God who
justifies. The answer is of course not.

3.13 A fear and reverence for God is one of the requirements of a leader. It was one of
the requisites given to Moses as a character requirement. Leaders may fear, but it is
what they do with fear that is important .

Exo 18:21 Moreover thou shalt provide out of all the people able men,such as fear God,
men of truth, hating covetousness; and place such over them, to be rulers of thousands,
and rulers of hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of tens:

Rom 8:34 Who is he that condemns? Christ Jesus, who died, more than that, who was
raised to life, and is at the right hand of God interceding for us. Certainly not.

3.14 The Scriptures speak of the following kinds of fear:
3.15 A holy fear which amounts to aweor respect for the majesty and holiness of God.

Said another way: a deep and abiding respect because we know of His essence and
attributes, but it has to be learned.
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Psa 34:11 Come, ye children, hearken unto me: | wilteach you the fear of the LORD.

3.15.1 David speaks of a fear which is clean and pure; one which creates joy in the heart
and light to the eyes.

Psa 19:8 The precepts of the LORD are right, givingoy to the heart. The commands of
the LORD are radiant, giving light to the eyes.

Psa 19:9The fear of the LORD is pure, enduring forever. The ordinances of the LORD
are sure and altogether righteous.

3.16 The Bible, in several places, speaks of a reverential fear which is the basis or
beginning of all true wisdom. Joy goes hand in hand with confidence on the road to
happiness. Christians are to be joyful as we await the ecstatic and ultimate felicity and
bliss at the end of our journey.

3.17 The writer of Pro 1:7 and Psa 111:10 both agree that fear and respect of the Lord is
the beginning of wisdom.

Pro 1:7 The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge: but fools despise wisdom
and instruction.

Psa 111:10 The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom; all who follow his precepts
have good understanding ...

3.18 Reverential fearprovides respect for God's authorities; such respect will be seen by
others as a good witness. Others may want what you have.

Psa 2:11 Serve the LORD with fear, and rejoice with trembling.

Pro 8:13 To fear the LORD is to hate evil; | hate pride and arrogance, evil behavior and

perverse speech.

2Co 7:1 Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from
all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.

Phi 2:12 Wherefore, my beloved, as ye havalways obeyed, not as in my presence only,
but now much more in my absence, work out your own salvation with fear and

trembling.

3.19 We are to fear secular authority, for each has been established as God's agent to
facilitate peace and prosperity withi n the nation.

Rom 13:1 Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers. For there is no power but of
God: the powers that be are ordained of God.
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Rom 13:2 Whosoever therefore resisteth the power, resisteth the ordinance of God: and
they that resist shall receive to themselves damnation.

Rom 13:3 Forrulers are not a terror to good works, but to the evil. Wilt thou then not be
afraid of the power? do that which is good, and thou shalt have praise of the same:
Rom 13:4 Forhe is the minister of God to thee for good. But if thou do that which is evil,
be afraid; for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is the minister of God, a revenger
to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil.

Rom 13:5 Wherefore ye must needde subject, not only for wrath, but also for
conscience sake.

3.20 Such a fear is proper, but there is an insensate dread which should not be a part of
our make up i.e., "worry or anxiety without cause."

Heb 13:6 So that we may boldly say, The Lord is my helper, and | will notfear what
man shall do unto me.

1Pe 2:18 Slaves, submit yourselves to your masters with altespect (Phobos ), not only
to those who are good and considerate, but also to those who are harsh.

Num 14:9 Only do not rebel against the LORD. Anddo not be afraid  of the people of
the land, because we will swallow them up. Their protection is gone, but the LORD is
with us. Do not be afraid  of them."”

3.21 Discipline from the Lord is very often painful, but always perfect; it is done in love,
God knows our frame and therefore provides that which is needed. @ Rom 8:28
compared with 1Th 5:18

Rom 8:28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to
them who are the called according to his purpose.

1Th 5:18 In every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning
you.

3.21.1 A believer's fear of discipline and reverential respect for God should be parlayed
into a productive walk with God. A walk with God can only be accomplished by means of
the consistent use of the two powe options. Discipline must not be feared but
approached as an "opportunity to learn."”

Pro 3:12 For whom the LORD loveth he correcteth; even as a father the son in whom he
delighteth.

Heb 12:6 For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth everyson whom he
receiveth.

Heb 12:7 If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he
whom the father chasteneth not?
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Heb 12:8 But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye
bastards, and not sons.

Rev 319 As many as | love, | rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent.
Rev 3:20 Behold, | stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the
door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.

3.22 Fear is an essntial element in the Christian life, be it reverence of God, which is
the beginning of wisdom, or an advised concern.

1Pe 1:16 Because it is written, Be ye holy; for | am holy.
1Pe 1:17 And if ye call on the Father, who without respect of persons judgé according
to every man's work, pass the time of your sojourning here in fear (Phobos ):

3.23 As believers, we are told to fear the failure of moving to spiritual maturity.

Heb 4:1 Let us therefore fear, lest, a promise being left us of entering into hs rest, any of
you should seem to come short of it.

Heb 4:2 For unto us was the good news of God's grace preached, as well as unto the
exodus generation: but the word preached did not profit them, not being mixed with
faith in them that heard it.

Heb 4:3 Now we who have believed enter that rest, just as God has said, "So | declared
on oath in my anger, 'They shall never enter my rest." And yet his work has been
finished since the creation of the world.

Heb 4:4 For somewhere he has spoken about the seventlday in these words: "And on
the seventh day God rested from all his work."

Heb 4:5 And again in the passage above he says, "They shall never enter my rest."
Heb 4:6 It still remains that some will enter that rest, and those who formerly had the
gospel preached to them did not go in, because of their disobedience.

3.24 Israel didn't embrace the promises of God and neither did they fear Him. Israel
received both national discipline and even now (though in the main unaware) they await
a time of Jacob's trouble - the Tribulation.

Jer 30:6 Ask ye now, and see whether a man doth travail with child? wherefore do | see
every man with his hands on his loins, as a woman in travail, and all faces are turned
into paleness?

Jer 30:7 Alas! for that day is great, so that none is like it: it is even the time of Jacob's
trouble , but he shall be saved out of it.

3.25 Witnessing must be done with meekness and fear.

1Pe 3:15 But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be ready always to give an answer
to every man that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear:

3.25.1 Meekness in 1Pe 3:15 iBrautes, meaning gentleness or compassion. In this
verse, fear isPhobos, meaning respect and reverential fear.
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3.25.2 Witnessing is to beapproached as serious business, and not to be done on the fly,
but with gentleness, compassion, respect and a healthy fear of God.

3.26 There will be a very real fear of God's holiness on the part of those counted among
the wicked at the Lord's coming.

Isa 2:10 Enter into the rock, and hide thee in the dust, for fear of the LORD, and for the
glory of his majesty.

Isa 2:11 The lofty looks of man shall be humbled, and the haughtiness of men shall be
bowed down, and the LORD alone shall be exalted in thatday ...

Isa 2:19 And they shall go into the holes of the rocks, and into the caves of the earth, for
fear of the LORD, and for the glory of his majesty, when he ariseth to shake terribly the
earth.

Luk 21:25 "And there shall be signs in the sun, and inthe moon, and in the stars; and
upon the earth distress of nations, with perplexity; the sea and the waves roaring;"
Luk 21:26 "Men's hearts failing them for fear, and for looking after those things which
are coming on the earth: for the powers of heaven $all be shaken."”

Luk 21:27 "And then shall they see the Son of man coming in a cloud with power and
great glory."

Rev 11:10 And they that dwell upon the earth shall rejoice over them, and make merry,
and shall send gifts one to another; because these twgrophets tormented them that
dwelt on the earth.

Rev 11:11 And after three days and an half the spirit of life from God entered into them,
and they stood upon their feet; and great fear fell upon them which saw them.

3.27 In Psa 14:35, the writer speaks of the need to fear if you choose to thumb your
nose at God.

Psa 14:3 All have turned aside, they have together become corrupt; there is no one who
does good, not evenone.

Psa 14:4 Will evildoers never learn-those who devour my people as men eat bread and
who do not call on the LORD?

Psa 14:5 There they are, overwhelmed withfear , for God is present in the company of
the righteous.

3.28 Christians without doctrine a re anxious and fearful, as over against the mature
believer who is confident and courageous.
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Pro 28:1 The wicked man flees though no one pursues, but the righteous are as bold as a
lion.

3.29 Though there is a place for fearing establishment, and there is a place for the
fleeting emotion of fear; those who do the will of God have no reason to fear.

3.29.1 Fear is a legitimate response to a real danger; it is built into our souls to albw an
appropriate response. For example: fleeing a wild animal, avoiding a poisonous snake,
etc.

3.30 Paul uses fear in a figurative sense, when he speaks of his concern that there is
rampant reversionism among the Corinthians.

1Co 2:3 | came to you inweaknessand fear , and with much trembling.

2Co 11:3 But lam afraid that just as Eve was deceived by the serpent's cunning, your
minds may somehow be led astray from your sincere and pure devotion to Christ.

2Co0 12:20 Forl am afraid that when | come | may not find you as | want you to be,
and you may not find me as you want me to be. | fear that there may be quarreling,
jealousy, outbursts of anger, factions, slander, gossip, arrogance and disorder.

2Co 12:21 lam afraid that when | come again my God will humble me before you, and
| will be grieved over many who have sinned earlier and have not repented of the
impurity, sexual sin and debauchery in which they have indulged.

4. Cowardice or timidity, as in "a spirit of fear" is to be avoided.

2Ti 1:7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear ; but of power, and of love, and of a
sound mind.

Joh 14:27 Peace | leave with you, my peace | give unto you: not as the world giveth, give
| unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.

Joh 14:28 Ye have heard how | said unto you, | go away, and come again unto you. If ye
loved me, ye would rejoice, because | said, | go unto the Father: for my Father is greater
than I.

Mat 8:26 He replied, "You of little faith, why are you so afraid  ?" Then he got up and
rebuked the winds and the waves, and it was completely calm.

5. Fear can be a mental attitude sin; a sin that creates an anxious dread in our soul. The
faith rest mechanics are designed to counter the effects of both "abnormal” and "normal
fear."

1Pe 5:6 Humble yourselves, therefore, under God's mighty hand, that he may lift you up

in due time.
1Pe 5:7Cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for you.
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6. Overcoming fear as a dominating force in ones life comes from Bible doctrine
metabolized in the soul of the believer.

Psa 23:4 Yea, though | walk through the valley of the shadow of death] will fear no
evil : for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me.

Psa 56:3When | am afraid , | will trust in you.
Psa 56:11 In God | trust;| will not be afraid . What can man do to me?

Heb 11:27 By faith he forsook Egypt,not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured,
as seeing him who is invisible.

6.1 Fear should never be the motivation for our choices, but mther obedience to
informed wisdom i.e., doctrine.

7. Satan wants us to fear death, accordingly, God has provided many Scriptures urging
courage.

Heb 2:14 Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so
that by his death he might destroy him who holds the power of death --that is, the deuvil--
Heb 2:15 and free those who all their lives were held in slavery by theirfear of death.

7.1 The dissolution of our life on earth (death), should never be feared. John Bunyan
said it this way:

"Let dissolution come when it will, it can do the Christian no harm, for it will be but a
passage out of a prison into a palace, out of a sea of troubles into a haven of rest; out of a
crowd of enemies to an innumerable company of true, loving, and faithful friends; out of
shame, and reproach, and contempt into exceeding great and eternal glory."

7.2 This should be our attitude, even if or when, we are blessed to serve our country in
battle. When it is your time, you will die, and not a minute before then!

Jos 8:1 And the LORD said unto Joshua,Fear not , neither be thou dismayed: take all
the people of war with thee, and arise, go up to Ai: see, | have given into thy hand the
king of Ai, and his people, and his city, and his land:

Exo 14:13 Ad Moses said unto the people,Fear ye not , stand still, and see the
salvation of the LORD, which he will shew to you to day: for the Egyptians whom ye
have seen to day, ye shall see them again no more forever.

Exo 14:14 The LORD shall fight for you, and ye shall hold your peace.

Deu 31:8 And the LORD, he it is that doth go before thee; he will be with thee, he will
not fail thee, neither forsake thee: fear not, neither be dismayed
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Deu 31:9 And Moses wrote this law, and delivered it unto the priests thesons of Levi,
which bare the ark ... of the LORD, and unto all the elders of Israel.

Isa 41:10Fear thou not ; for | am with thee: be not dismayed; for | am thy God: | will
strengthen thee; yea, | will help thee; yea, | will uphold thee with the right hand of my
righteousness.

8. The promise of Psa 4:8, helps to overcome unhealthy fear and anxigy. Fears are
often magnified in the closet of the night. Nocturnal fears however, seem to shrink at
dawns first light.

Psa 4:8 | will both lay me down in peace, and sleep: for thou, LORD, only makest me
dwell in safety.

Psa 34:4 | sought the Lord and He heard me and delivered me from all my fears.

9. Solomon in his reversionistic old age said "reversionistic old folks" often lose their
usefulness, for they are full of fear.

Ecc 12:1 Remember your Creator in the days of your youth, before the daysfarouble
come and the years approach when you will say, "l find no pleasure in them™-

Ecc 12:2 before the sun and the light and the moon and the stars grow dark, and the
clouds return after the rain;

Ecc 12:3 when the keepers of the house tremble, and th strong men stoop, when the
grinders cease because they are few, and those looking through the windows grow dim;
Ecc 12:4 when the doors to the street are closed and the sound of grinding fades; when
men rise up at the sound of birds, but all their songs grow faint;

Ecc 12:5 when men are afraid of heights and of dangers in the streets; when the almond
tree blossoms and the grasshopper drags himself along and desire no longer is stirred.
Then man goes to his eternal home ...

10. For the child of God, whether young or old, we must remember there is joy in the
morning, for in His service there is life abundant.

Psa 30:5 For his anger endureth but a moment; in his favour is life: weeping may endure
for a night, but joy cometh in the morning
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Doctrine of Giving
1. Definition and Concept:
1.1 Giving is a concept in both the Old and New Testament. Giving was never Tithing.
Giving is today part of worship and must be motivated by Doctrine; the same was true in
the Old Testament. Tithing was ademand of the state both when Israel was a theocracy
and a monarchy.
1.2 Tithing and Giving is taught in the Old Testament but only Giving is taught in the
New Testament. There are detailed teachings in the New Testament regarding giving as
part of th e believer's worship.
2. Giving Summary:
2.1 Giving today in the church age is complete in the mind i.e. when you "want to give" it
is done; the offering may or may not occur. Clearly it can only take place if the Lord has
provided.

2Co 8:12 For if there be first a willing mind, it is accepted according to what a man has,
and not according to what he has not.

2.2 When the Lord blesses you then you give and you alone must answer the question
"has the Lord blessed me?"- if He has blessed, then you onlygive back a portion of that
blessing. The amount if any is solely determined by the believer priest.

2.3 Giving is to be done on the first day of the week. 1Co 16:2

1Co 16:2 Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as &l
hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when | come.

2.4 Giving is never to be done under pressure and is only to be done cheerfully.

2Co 9:7 Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not
grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.

3. Giving is therefore not: a Tithe, a bribe for God's blessing, a payment for a place to
worship, a payment to the preacher, a payment for Bible Doctrine and/or a means for
gaining the approbation of either God or man.

4. The Concept of Tithing:

4.1 Tithing was an integral part of the Mosaic Law.

4.2 Tithing was a ten percent income tax paid to the treasury of the nation Israel. The
nation supported the national church with its priests and Temple.
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4.3 In Malachi 3:10 the word translated storehouse is Owtsar ; it is better rendered
treasury. We will see more about this verse later.

4.4 Strong has the following to say of the word in his dictionary of theological terms:
"Hebrew: Owtsar - Definition: a depository and traced further the word comes from
Atsar - meaning to store up (lay up in) store;"

4.5 Since there was no indication in the Scripture that only believers paid the tithe, we
must assume it was a tax and that both the unbeliever and the believer paid into the
Treasury. Enforcement of God's national rules was often brutal - Moses used force
when necessary.

4.6 A tithe was 10% of ones income which ealy-on was a percentage of the agricultural
crop, later, as money became a common medium of exchange, the percentage was
applied to "income."

4.7 There were several types of tithes: an annual tithe, a tithe every third year,

a tithe every seventh year, dtithe every fiftieth year, and there was a tax to take care of
the Levites, a tax to pay for the national feasts and sacrifices, and a tax every third year
for the poor. A few Scriptures here might prove helpful.

4.7.1 The tithe was originally to be taken from agricultural products:

Lev 27:30 "A tithe of everything from the land, whether grain from the soil or fruit from
the trees, belongs to the LORD; it is holy to the LORD.

Lev 27:31 If a man redeems any of his tithe, he must add a fifth of the value ¢ it.

Lev 27:32 The entire tithe of the herd and flock--every tenth animal that passes under
the shepherd's rod--will be holy to the LORD.

Lev 27:33 He must not pick out the good from the bad or make any substitution. If he
does make a substitution, both the animal and its substitute become holy and cannot be
redeemed.”

4.7.2 The Levites were to be supported with the tithe:

Num 18:21 "I give to the Levites all the tithes in Israel as their inheritance in return for
the work they do while serving at the Tent of Meeting.

Num 18:22 From now on the Israelites must not go near the Tent of Meeting, or they
will bear the consequences of their sin and will die.

Num 18:23 It is the Levites who are to do the work at the Tent of Meeting and bear the
responsibility for offenses against it. This is a lasting ordinance for the generations to
come. They will receive no inheritance among the Israelites.

Num 18:24 Instead, | give to the Levites as their inheritance the tithes that the Israelites
present as an offering tothe LORD. That is why | said concerning them: 'They will have
no inheritance among the Israelites.”

4.7.3 The poor were supported with the tithe:
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Deu 14:22 Be sure to set aside a tenth of all that your fields produce each year.

Deu 14:23 Eat the tithe of your grain, new wine and oil, and the firstborn of your herds
and flocks in the presence of the LORD your God at the place he will choose as a
dwelling for his Name, so that you may learn to revere the LORD your God always.

Deu 14:24 But if that place istoo distant and you have been blessed by the LORD your
God and cannot carry your tithe (because the place where the LORD will choose to put
his Name is so far away),

Deu 14:25 then exchange your tithe for silver, and take the silver with you and go to the
place the LORD your God will choose.

Deu 14:26 Use the silver to buy whatever you like: cattle, sheep, wine or other fermented
drink, or anything you wish. Then you and your household shall eat there in the

presence of the LORD your God and rejoice.

Deu 14:27 And do not neglect the Levites living in your towns, for they have no

allotment or inheritance of their own.

Deu 14:28 At the end of every three years, bring all the tithes of that year's produce and
store it in your towns,

Deu 14:29 so that the Levites (who have no allotment or inheritance of their own) and

the aliens, the fatherless and the widows who live in your towns may come and eat and
be satisfied, and so that the LORD your God may bless you in all the work of your hands.

4.7.4 There is in our doctrine of the poor significant teaching of the requirement to take
care of the poor with gifts, benevolent funds; the was also a means proscribe by way of
debt cancellation. Deu 15:17

Deu 15:1 At the end of every seven years you must cancel debts.

Deu 15:2 This is how it is to be done: Every creditor shall cancel the loan he has made to
his fellow Israelite. He shall not require payment from his fellow Israelite or brother,
because the LORD'S time for canceling debts has been proclaimed.

Deu 15:3 Youmay require payment from a foreigner, but you must cancel any debt your
brother owes you.

Deu 15:4 However, there should be no poor among you, for in the land the LORD your
God is giving you to possess as your inheritance, he will richly bless you,

Deu 155 if only you fully obey the LORD your God and are careful to follow all these
commands | am giving you today.

Deu 15:6 For the LORD your God will bless you as he has promised, and you will lend to
many nations but will borrow from none. You will rule ov er many nations but none will
rule over you.

Deu 15:7 If there is a poor man among your brothers in any of the towns of the land that
the LORD your God is giving you, do not be hardhearted or tightfisted toward your poor
brother.

4.8 There was early inScripture a recognition that the tithe and the gift were different.
Mal 3:8 Will a man rob God? Yet ye have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have we
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robbed thee? Intithes (obligatory) and offerings (a matter of choice).

4.8.1 The word for "offering," in v erse eight isTeruma , it is used for freewill gifts, for
gifts of the fruits, for the half -shekel sanctuary tax, and for portions of sacrifices that
were reserved for the priests. The priests were required to tithe their "tithe" to the high
priest. (Exo 30:13-14; Num 18:25-28).

Exo 30:13 This they shall give, every one that passeth among them that are numbered,
half a shekel after the shekel of the sanctuary: (about forty cents) an half shekel shall be
the offering of the LORD.

Exo 30:14 Every one that paseth among them that are numbered, from twenty years
old and above, shall give an offering unto the LORD.

Num 18:25 The LORD said to Moses,

Num 18:26 "Speak to the Levites and say to them: 'When you receive from the Israelites
the tithe | give you as your inheritance, you must present a tenth of that tithe as the
LORD'S offering.

Num 18:27 Your offering will be reckoned to you as grain from the threshing floor or
juice from the winepress.

Num 18:28 In this way you also will present an offering to the LORD from all the tithes
you receive from the Israelites. From these tithes you must give the LORD'S portion to
Aaron the priest.

5. Old Testament givers like New Testament givers were promised a blessing for giving:

Mal 3:10 (b)

"and prove me now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if | will not open you the
windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to
receive it."

Pro 11:24 There is he that scattereth, and yet increaseth; and there is he that
withholdeth more than i s meet, but it tendeth to poverty.

Pro 11:25 The liberal soul shall be made fat: and he that watereth shall be watered also
himself.

5.1 Now notice the New Testament promise for the same type grace giving:

2Co0 9:8 And God is able to make all grace aboud to you, so that in all things at all

times, having all that you need, you will abound in every good work ...

2Co0 9:10 Now he who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food will also supply and
increase your store of seed and will enlarge the harvest dyour righteousness.

2Co0 9:11 You will be made rich in every way so that you can be generous on every
occasion, and through us your generosity will result in thanksgiving to God.

6. Uses made of Old Testament tithes and gifts were:
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6.1 to repair the Temple;

2Ki 12:4 And Joash (835-796) ... said to the priests, All the money of the dedicated
things that is brought into the house of the LORD, even the money of every one that
passeth the account the money that every man is set at, andall the money that cometh
into any man's heart to bring into the house of the LORD,

2Ki 12:5 Let the priests take it to them, every man of his acquaintance: and let them
repair the breaches of the house, wheresoever any breach shall be found.

6.1.1 noticethe use here includes both the tithe and the free will offering or gift;
6.2 to provide for the needs of Levite priest and their families;

Deu 10:9 Wherefore Levi hath no part nor inheritance with his brethren; the Lord is his
inheritance, according as the Lord thy God promised him this day.

Deu 14:27 And the Levite who is within thy gates, thou shalt not forsake him ; for he
hath no part nor inheritance with thee ...

Deu 14:29 And the Levite (because he hath no part nor inheritance with thee) ...shall
come and shall eat and be satisfiedthat the Lord thy God may bless thee in all the work
of thine hand which thou doest.

6.3 the tithe was used to celebrate or to pay for the various Festivals or what we call
Feast Days. The feasts were in parPassover, Feast of the Unleavened Bread, First
Fruits, Pentecost, Trumpets, Atonement, Tabernacles and Purim;

6.4 every third year there was a tithe for charity to help feed the poor of the land and the
Levite Priest.

Deu 14:28 At the end of three yearsthou shalt bring forth all the tithe of thine increase
the same year, and shalt lay it up within thy gates:

Deu 14:29 And the Levite, (because he hath no part nor inheritance with thee,)and the
stranger, and the fatherless, and the widow, which are within thy gates, shall come, and
shall eat and be satisfied;that the LORD thy God may bless thee in all the work of thine
hand which thou doest.

7. Since this is the Doctrine of Giving and not Tithing just be aware (as earlier listed)
there were other special Tithes related to the seventh year and the Jubilee year which in
most cases the nation of Israel failed to keep.

8. The true concept of Malachi 3:10:

8.1 This verse is often used in error to authorize tithing in the Church Age.

8.2 Malachi is an Old Testament book related to Israel directly and is in fact part of the
Mosaic Law.
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8.3 The Mosaic Law was a conditional covenant applicable to the nation Israel as a
Priest Nation.

8.4 Malachi is significantly the last Book of the Old Testament. In this last Book God
asks the Jews to conform to the conditional Mosaic covenant or suffer the dire
consequences of national discipline.

8.5 This is a recurring theme of the Old Testament:

Mal 2:11 Judah hath dealt treacherously, and an abomination is committed in Israel and
in Jerusalem; for Judah hath profaned the Holiness of the Lord which He loved, and
hath married the daughter of a foreign god.

Mal 2:12 As for the man who does this, whoever he may be, may the LORD cut him off
from the tents of Jacob--eventhough he brings offerings to the LORD Almighty.

Mal 2:13 Another thing you do: You flood the LORD'S altar with tears. You weep and
wail because he no longer pays attention to your offerings or accepts them with pleasure
from your hands.

Mal 2:14 You ask "Why?" It is because the LORD is acting as the witness between you
and the wife of your youth, because you have broken faith with her, though she is your
partner, the wife of your marriage covenant.

Mal 4:5 See, | will send you the prophet Elijah before that great and dreadful day of the
LORD comes.

Mal 4:6 He will turn the hearts of the fathers to their children, and the hearts of the
children to their fathers; or else | will come and strike the land with a curse.”

8.6 Israel had rejected the claims of God and was like a people who strive with the
priest, rejecting the counsel of the God-ordained messenger. The result was that Israel
would fall in the day, when men normally can see and avoid pitfalls.

8.6.1 Priests became greedy, and the mercenary sgt which prevailed among them is
expressed in the charge. They eat up the sin of my people. Sin may refer to the sin
offering, referring to the fact that the priests grew wealthy as they greedily seized the
offerings which the people brought to the Lord . The sons of Eli were guilty of such sins.

9. Since the tithe was part of the Mosaic Law and we are exhorted in Scripture not to
keep this law because Christ fulfilled the Law; the Law in the Church Age therefore
becomes seltdeleting with respect to it s spiritual application.

Gal 3:10 For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written,
Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things which are written in the book of the
law to do them.

Gal 3:11 But that no man is judified by the law in the sight of God, it is evident: for, The
just shall live by faith.

Gal 3:12 And the law is not of faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them.

Gal 3:13 Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curseofr us:
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for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree:

Gal 4:4 But when the fullness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a
woman, made under the law,

Gal 4:5 To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receivethe adoption of
sons.

Gal 2:20 | am crucified with Christ: nevertheless | live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me:
and the life which | now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved
me, and gave himself for me.

Gal 2:21 | do notfrustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then
Christ is dead in vain.

10. New Testament Giving:
10.1 Giving must never be done to impress others.

Mat 6:1 Take heed that ye do not your alms before men, to be seen of them: othervge ye
have no reward of your Father which is in heaven.

Mat 6:2 Therefore when thou doest thine alms, do not sound a trumpet before thee, as
the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that they may have glory of men.
Verily | say unto you, They have their reward.

Mat 6:3 But when thou doest alms, let not thy left hand know what thy right hand doeth:
Mat 6:4 That thine alms may be in secret: and thy Father which seeth in secret himself
shall reward thee openly.

10.2 The gift is complete when the believer decides to give even if the believer has
nothing to give.

2Co 8:12 For if there be first a willing mind, it is accepted according to what a man has,
and not according to what he has not.

10.3 The amount is not important but rather the mental attitude is the issue.

Mar 12:41 And Jesus sat over against the treasury, and beheld how the people cast
money into the treasury: and many that were rich cast in much.

Mar 12:42 And there came a certain poor widow, and she threw in two mites, which
make afarthing.

Mar 12:43 And he called unto him his disciples, and saith unto them, Verily | say unto
you, That this poor widow hath cast more in, than all they which have cast into the
treasury:

Mar 12:44 For all they did cast in of their abundance; but she of her want did cast in all
that she had, even all her living.

10.3.1 Located in the temple area known as the Court of the Women, the treasury
contained thirteen trumpet -shaped chests for the deposit of gifts and the temple tax.
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10.3.2 It appears that Jesus continued watching the giving for some time and that he
observed a number of wealthy persons making gifts. Of the Greek synonyms for poverty,
Mark chose a word descriptive of the beggarly condition of a pauper in order to
characterize this poor widow.

10.3.3 She gave an amount equal to two mites or a farthing. A mite (lepton) was the
smallest of the copper coins, normally equal to one-eighth of a cent. The farthing was a
Roman coin valued at one-quarter of a cent.

10.3.4 Theprinciple enunciated by our Lord on this occasion is that a gift is to be
evaluated not by its size, but by a comparison of the gift with the total amount possessed
by the giver. A large donation out of abundance may be less significant than a small
donation out of poverty.

10.3.5 This woman gave the smallest possible gift, but it was more significant than the
others, because God owns the cattle on a thousand hills; it is the mental attitude of the
giver that is important. She gave out from what she had.

10.4 Whether or not God has prospered a believer is God's business and a matter
between Him and the believer. Remember only the believer can decide if they have been
prospered.

1Co 16:2 Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him int®re, as God
hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when | come.

10.5 The above verse also tells us the gift is to be made on Sunday if God has prospered
us.

10.6 There should never be pressure to give, it must always be a matter of freewill.
Compare 2Co 8:11 and 12 with 2Co 9:7.

2Co 8:11 Now therefore perform the doing of it; that as there was a readiness to will, so
there may be a performance also out of that which ye have.

2Co 8:12 For if there be first a willing mind, it is accepted according to that a man hath,
and not according to that he hath not.

2Co 9:7 Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not
grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.

10.7 Giving must be motivated by Bible Doctrine and must be an expression toward God
before it can be properly given.

2Co 8:4 The Greeks of Macedonia urgently pleaded with us for the privilege of sharing
in this service to the saints.

2Co 8:5 And they did not just give as we expected, but they gave themseks first to the
Lord and then to us in keeping with God's will ...
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2Co 8.7 But just as you excel in everything-in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in
complete earnestness and in your love for us-see that you also excel in this grace of

giving.

10.8 Giving is closely related to God's salvation by grace. Notice in the middle of Paul's
dissertation on giving there is a reminder that you must give without attachments just as
God so freely gave His marvelous Son.

2Co 8:8 | speak not by commandment, but by occasion of the forwardness of others, and
to prove the sincerity of your love.

2Co 8:9 For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though he was rich, yet for
your sakes he became poor, that ye through his poverty might be rich.

10.9 The Corinthians being the wild actors that they were had agreed to take up an
offering for the Saints at Jerusalem but then did not.

2Co 9:3 But | am sending the brothers in order that our boasting about you in this
matter should not prove hollow, but that you may be ready, as | said you would be.
2Co 9:4 For if any Macedonians come with me and find you unprepared, we- not to say
anything about you--would be ashamed of having been so confident.

2Co 9:5 So | thought it necessary to urge the brothers to visit you inadvance and finish
the arrangements for the generous gift you had promised. Then it will be ready as a
generous gift, not as one grudgingly given.

IMPORTANT TO NOTE: The amount is not an issue here but rather the chance to give
i.e. the taking of the offering. The leaders of the church are being asked to give the
people the opportunity to give.

10.10 God out of Grace provides the doctrine to motivate you to give and when there is a
desire to give He will ultimately provide the money for you to give.

2Co 9:8 And God is able to make all grace abound toward you; that ye, always having all
sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work:

2Co 9:9 (As it is written, He hath dispersed abroad; he hath given to the poor: his
righteousness remaineth forever.

2Co0 9:10 Now he that ministereth seed to the sower both minister bread for your food,
and multiply your seed sown, and increase the fruits of your righteousness;)

10.11 A mature believer will be a giver (don't go south on us here for keep in mind the
gift is complete in the mind).

Phi 4:14 Yet it was good of you to share in my troubles.

Phi 4:15 Moreover, as you Philippians know, in the early days of your acquaintance with
the gospel, when | set out from Macedonia, not one church shared with me in the matter
of giving and receiving, except you only;

Phi 4:16 for even when | was in Thessalonica, you sent me aid again and again when |
was in need.
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Phi 4:17 Not that I am looking for a gift, but | am looking for what may be credited to
your account.

Phi 4:18 | have received full payment and even more; | am amply supplied, now that |
have received from Epaphroditus the gifts you sent. They are a fragrant offering, an
acceptable sacrifice, pleasing to God.

11. Giving as it relates to the Pastor Teacher:

111 You can never pay enough for Bible Doctrine so do not even try. God will get
doctrine to positive believers. When people want doctrine God will get it to them.

11.1.1 The Corinthians received doctrine even though they refused to provide support to
the Apostle Paul. They provided neither material nor moral support.

2Co 11:5 But | do not think | am in the least inferior to those "super-apostles.”

2Co 11:6 | may not be a trained speaker, but | do have knowledge. We have made this
perfectly clear to you in every way.

2Co 11:7 Was it a sin for me to lower myself in order to elevate you by preaching the
gospel of God to you free of charge?

2Co 11:8 | robbed other churches by receiving support from them so as to serve you.
2Co 11:9 And when | was with youand needed something, | was not a burden to anyone,
for the brothers who came from Macedonia supplied what | needed. | have kept myself
from being a burden to you in any way, and will continue to do so.

11.1.2 As noted above not only did they complain ohis taking money but they also
complained of his lack of speaking ability as compared to several "apostles” who had
earlier come.

11.1.3 He reminds the Corinthians that he did not take their money but the great
elocutionist whom they so admired - most certainly did. Notice what he says of these
men in 2Co 11:1920

2Co 11:19 You gladly put up with fools since you are so wise!

2Co 11:20 In fact, you even put up with anyone who enslaves you or exploits you or takes
advantage of you or pushes himself forward or slaps you in the face.

11.2 The Pastor is to be paid for his work says the Scripture.

Deu 25:4 Thou shalt not muzzle the ox when he treadeth out the corn.

11.2.1 Paul quotes this verse in 1Co 9:9 during a discourse relating to Corinthian
criticism of Paul. Let's look at the verse and its context:

1Co 9:3 This is my defense to those who sit in judgment on me.

1Co 9:4 Don't we have the right to food and drink?

1Co 9:5 Don't we have the right to take a believing wife along with us, as do the other
apostles and the Lord's brothers and Cephas?
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1Co0 9:6 Oris it only | and Barnabas who must work for a living?

1Co 9:7 Who serves as a soldier at his own expense? Who plants a vineyard and does not
eat of its grapes? Who tends a flock and does not drink of tre milk?

1Co 9:8 Say | these things as a man? or saith not the law the same also?

1Co 9:9 For it is written in the law of Moses, Thou shalt not muzzle the mouth of the ox
that treadeth out the corn. Doth God take care for oxen?

1Co 9:10 Or saith he italtogether for our sakes? For our sakes, no doubt, this is written:
that he that ploweth should plow in hope; and that he that thresheth in hope should be
partaker of his hope.

1Co 9:11 If we have sown unto you spiritual things, is it a great thing if we &all reap your

carnal things?

11.2.2 Carnal things are things for the body, the word carnal having here a neutral sense.
Apparently certain teachers had exercised their right over the Corinthians. But Paul
triumphantly boasts that we have not used this power. Paul goes on to discourse on this
subject of his teaching and his right to accept or reject support.

1Co 9:12 If others have this right of support from you, shouldn't we have it all the more?
But we did not use this right. On the contrary, we put up with anything rather than
hinder the gospel of Christ.

1Co 9:13 Don't you know that those who work in the temple get their food from the
temple, and those who serve at the altar share in what is offered on the altar?

1Co 9:14 In the same way, the Lord hagommanded that those who preach the gospel
should receive their living from the gospel.

1Co 9:15 But | have not used any of these rights. And | am not writing this in the hope
that you will do such things for me. | would rather die than have anyone deprive me of
this boast.

1Co 9:16 Yet when | preach the gospel, | cannot boast, for | am compelled to preach.
Woe to me if | do not preach the gospel!

1Co 9:17 If | preach voluntarily, | have a reward; if not voluntarily, | am simply
discharging the trust commit ted to me.

1Co 9:18 What then is my reward? Just this: that in preaching the gospel | may offer it
free of charge, and so not make use of my rights in preaching it.

1Co 9:19 Though I am free and belong to no man, | make myself a slave to everyone, to
win as many as possible.

1Co 9:20 To the Jews | became like a Jew, to win the Jews. To those under the law |
became like one under the law (though | myself am not under the law), so as to win
those under the law.

11.2.3 Paul is saying his taking of financialhelp might have hindered the gospel of
Christ, for some might have thought he preached only for this reason. In verse thirteen
above Paul reminds that Moses in the Book of Numbers commanded the support of the
priests who served at the altar. In verse fourteen of 1st Corinthians nine Paul reminds of
the Lord Jesus' statement concerning “"the workman being worthy of his meat." Mat
10:10; Luk 10:7
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Mat 10:8 Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have
received, freely give.
Mat 10:9 Provide neither gold, nor silver, nor brass in your purses,

Mat 10:10 Nor scrip for your journey, neither two coats, neither shoes, nor yet staves:
for the workman is worthy of his meat.

Luk 10:7 And in the same house remain, eating and drinking such things as they give:
for the labourer is worthy of his hire. Go not from house to house.

Luk 10:8 And into whatsoever city ye enter, and they receive you, eat such things as are
set before you:

Luk 10:9 And heal the sick that are therein, and say unto them, The kingdom of God is
come nigh unto you.

11.2.4 The payment is made so the Pastor can study and teach rather than work at
another job and thus be limited in time.

11.3 Paul encourages Timothy to not be ashamed to ask that the Pastor Teachers lpaid
for they are worth it if they labor in the Word.

1Ti 5:17 Let the elders that rule well be counted worthy of double honor, especially they
who labour in the word and doctrine.

1Ti 5:18 For the scripture saith, Thou shalt not muzzle the ox thattreadeth out the corn.
And, The laborer is worthy of his reward.

12. Conclusion:
12.1 New Testament giving comes from a generous mental attitude.

2Co 8:2 How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy and their deep
poverty abounded unto the riches of their liberality.

2Co 8:3 For to their power, | bear record, yea, and beyond their power they were willing
of themselves;

12.2 Giving is part of worship and is to be motivated by doctrine in the soul.

2Co 8:7 But just as you excel ineverything--in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in
complete earnestness and in your love for us-see that you also excel in this grace of

giving.

12.3 Giving as a matter of worship is something the believer does. If a believer has been
blessed then he orshe gives materially to God. What is done with that gift is the
responsibility of the stewards of the gift. We should not give a whit about their
responsibility for it is theirs and not ours. God will discipline them when they are out of
line.

12.4 The New Testament Church should therefore be a grace ministry dependent totally
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on the free will offerings of believer priests who elect to associate with a particular local
assembly.

12.5 Never should giving be made an issue in the local church excepas part of the
worship technique. To place a price on doctrine is totally incompatible with Grace. Many
who are positive are financially unable to give. Believers have a right to Bible doctrine
regardless of their financial status.
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Doctrine of Happiness

1. David Hume in one of his essays has written, "the great end of all human industry, is
the attainment of happiness. For this were the arts invented, sciences cultivated, laws
ordained, and societies modeled, bythe most profound wisdom of patriots and

|l egi sl ators. o

2. Contrary to many humped shouldered Christians walking around suffering for Jesus
or so they think, we are to be happy and rejoice in Him. As we have just read in Joh
15:11, Jesus, our prototypewas happy and so should we be also.

3. We indeed are commanded to share the happiness of God.

John 15:11
"These things have | spoken unto you, that my happiness might remain in you, and that
your joy and happiness might be full."

4. Jesus later inHis farewell address to His disciples gave us the example.

John 17:13
"And now come | to you; and these things | speak in the world that they might have my
joy fulfilled in themselves."

5. Itis therefore understandable that a subject so important to mankind is one well and
often treated in Scripture.

6. Happiness has been defined as ... "the agreeable sensation which springs from the
enjoyment of good: the state of being in which one's desires are gratified by the
enjoyment of pleasure without pain, remorse, guilt or regret.”

6.1 Notice the application of 1Jo 1:9 to happiness, without remorse or guilt. The Holy
Spirit isolates the sin, we name the sin, we forget the sin and we move on to greater
things and the fulfillment of our divine destiny.

7. The Scriptural concept of happiness:
7.1 There is a minus Happiness which represents blessing from Satan. Satan, as the
ruler of this world, has the power to provide a pseudo-happiness for both the believer

and the unbeliever. Usually Satan provides his minus happiness to motivate people b
do his will.

7.2 This minus happiness evaporates quickly because Satan is not interested in making
people happy; as a fact Satan is incompetent and can't sustain his own happiness much
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less those who serve him. This minus happiness is availabled believers who are under
the influence of evil.

7.3 This minus happiness does not sustain in times of catastrophe or pressure.

It is important to note however that even the acts of Satan and certainly his subalterns
are under the permissive will of God and all things for the believer AND unbeliever work
for "good." Rom 8:28

7.4 There is what we might call neutral Happiness which comes from the recognition
and compliance with establishment principles. There is a happiness which comes from
obeying estaldishment rules.

8. The divine institutions such as volition, marriage, family and nationalism provide a
road map for prosperity and happiness for those in a client nation.
Unbelievers can even participate in this type of neutral happiness.

8.1 Marriage to the right man/woman as well as employment can also bring happiness
to both believer and unbeliever.

Ecc 9:9 Enjoy life with your wife, whom you love, all the days of this meaningless life
that God has given you under the sun-all your meaningless days. For this is your lot in
life and in your toilsome labor under the sun.

Ecc 9:10 Whatever your hand finds to do, do it with all your might, for in the grave,
where you are going, there is neither working nor planning nor knowledge nor wisdom.
Ecc 9:11 lhave seen something else under the sun: The race is not to the swift or the
battle to the strong, nor does food come to the wise or wealth to the brilliant or favor to
the learned; but time and chance happen to them all.

9. There is a + Happiness whichis sharing the Happiness of God by the intake of the
Word under the filling of the Spirit. This can be said another way "it is developing
capacity in the soul" as we mature spiritually.

Psa2356 fAThou preparest a tabl e ndbendmies: thoume
anointest my head with oil; my capacity cup for righteousness, blessing and testing
runneth over.

Psa 23:6 Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life: and | will
dwell in the house of the LORD forever.

9.1 Psa 14:15 tells us that "Happy are the people of whom this is true; happy are the
people whose God is their Lord".

10. Hebrew Etymology:
10.1 In the Hebrew there is a wordAsher which means "the state of happiness".

Gen 30:13 And Leah said, Happy " am I, for the daughters will call me "blessed ": and
she called his name '‘Asher . 0
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10.2 There is a Hebrew wordSamach meaning to rejoice.

Pro 13:9 The light of the righteous "rejoiceth : 6 but the | amp of the wi
out.

10.3 There is an interesting Hebrew word Gil which means to dance around in a state of
rejoicing.

Pro 23:24 The father of the righteous shall "greatly rejoice : 6 and he that bege
wise child shall have joy (Samach ) of him.

11. Greek Etymology:

111 The primary Greek word for happiness isMakarios and it is often in the KJV
translated "blessed" or "blessedness" respectively. The NIV translates the
noun/adjective as joy or happiness.

Mat 5:3 Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingd om of heaven.

Mat 5:4 Blessed are they that mourn: for they shall be comforted.

Mat 5:5 Blessed are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth.

Mat 5:6 Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall
be filled.

Mat 5:7 Bless ed are the merciful: for they shall obtain mercy.

Luk 1:45 And blessed is she that believed: for there shall be a performance of those
things which were told her from the Lord.

Luk 1:48 For he hath regarded the low estate of his handmaiden: for, behold,from
henceforth all generations shall call me blessed .

Jam 5:10 Take, my brethren, the prophets, who have spoken in the name of the Lord, for
an example of suffering affliction, and of patience.

Jam 5:11 Behold, we count them happy " which endure. Ye haveheard of the patience
of Job, and have seen the end of the Lord; that the Lord is full of compassion and tender
mercy.

23.6 God found a way from His omniscience and His sovereignty to share with mankind
His happiness.

23.7 Itis then impossible for God to be unhappy.
28. GodHimself is said to rejoice in our salvation.

Psa 9:14 That | may show forth all thy praise in the gates of the daughter of Zion: | will
rejoice in thy salvation.

29. We are commanded to rejoice in the Lord.

Psa 97:12 Rejoice in the LORD, ye righteousand give thanks at the remembrance of his
holiness.

30. The happiness or blessed of the Sermon on the Mount have primary application to
the Kingdom but secondary application to our age. Mat 5:3-14

31. The principles of happiness in summary:
31.1 Youcannot build your happiness on someone elses unhappiness.

31.2 You cannot build your happiness on the details of life; things or success will only
provide short term episodic happiness at best.

31.3 You cannot build your happiness on perfect environment.

31.4 You cannot build your happiness on people.

31.5 You cannot build your happiness on revolution or anti-establishment thinking.
31.6 You cannot build your happiness on carnality or evil.

31.7 Lasting happiness can only be built on the plan & God for your very own life.

31.8 Said another way happiness can only be built on spiritual growth.

Doctrine of The Head
1. Etymology:
1.1 Hebrew- The most common word is ROSH.
1.2 Greek- The most common word is KEPHALE.

2. Jesusused the word HEAD to show the arrogance of man and to reveal the inferiority
of the Mosaic Law as compared with the Kingdom teachings.

Mat 5:33 "Again, you have heard that it was said to the people long ago, 'Do not break
your oath, but keep the oaths yau have made to the Lord.'

Mat 5:34 But | tell you, Do not swear at all: either by heaven, for it is God's throne;

Mat 5:35 or by the earth, for it is his footstool; or by Jerusalem, for it is the city of the
Great King.

Mat 5:36 And do not swear by your HE AD , for you cannot make even one hair white or
black.

Mat 5:37 Simply let your "Yes' be 'Yes," and your 'No,' 'No'; anything beyond this comes
from the evil one.

2.1 This verse must not be taken out of context. It is not a prohibition against swearing
an oath to tell the truth in court but rather refers contextually to the vows taken under
the Mosaic Law. | would refer you to our doctrine of vows for more information who
and why vows were taken.

3. The word HEAD is used by our Lord to show the protection of God over each and
every believer even down to the remotest minutiae.

Mat 10:30 And even the very hairs of your HEAD are all numbered.

Luk 12:7 Indeed, the very hairs of yourHEAD are all numbered. Don't be afraid; you
are worth more than many sparrows.

4. When the Jews of Macedonia rejected Christ and Paul's message the great Apostle
used an idiom to indicate "their choice, their responsibility."

Acts 18:6 But when the Jews opmsed Paul and became abusive, he shook out his clothes

in protest and said to them, "Your blood be on your own HEADS ! | am clear of my
responsibility. From now on | will go to the Gentiles."”

5. Another idiom, "coals on the HEAD " was used by the ApostlePaul to teach the need
for a relaxed mental attitude with reference toward even those who are your enemies.

Rom 12:20 On the contrary: "If your enemy is hungry, feed him; if he is thirsty, give him
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something to drink. In doing this, you will heap burnin g coals on hisHEAD ."

6. HEADSHIP is used to teach the authority of Christ over the man and the authority
of the man over the woman in terms of a right man/right woman relationship.

1Co 11:3 Now | want you to realize that theHEAD of every man is Christ, and the
HEAD of the woman is man, and the HEAD of Christ is God.

1Co 11:4 Every man who prays or prophesies with hi$iEAD covered dishonors his
HEAD .

1Co 11:5 Ancevery woman who prays or prophesies with he HEAD uncovered
dishonors her HEAD --it is just as though her HEAD were shaved.

1Co 11:6 If a woman does not cover heHEAD , she should have her hair cut off; and if it
is a disgrace for a woman to have her hair cut or shaved off, she should cover her
HEAD .

1Co 11:7 A man ought not to cover hi$siEAD , since he is the image and glory of God;
but the woman is the glory of man.

1Co 11:8 For man did not come from woman, but woman from man;

1Co 11:9 neither was man created for woman, but woman for man.

1Co 11:10 For this reason, and because of the angels, theoman ought to have a sign of
authority on her head.

Eph 5:23 For the husband is the HEAD of the wife as Christ is the HEAD of the church,
his body, of which he is the Savior.

7. In the Book of the Revelation the word HEAD is used to describe seven natns at
the time of the great Tribulation.

Rev 12:3 And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red dragon,
having sevenHEADS and ten horns, and seven crowns upon hisHEADS .

Rev 13:1 And the dragon stood on the shore of the sea. And | saw a beast coming out of
the sea. He had ten horns and severHEADS , with ten crowns on his horns, and on
eachHEAD a blasphemous name.

Rev 13:2 The beast | saw resembled a leopard, but had fedike those of a bear and a
mouth like that of a lion. The dragon gave the beast his power and his throne and great
authority.

7.1 The dragon is Satan and the beast is the Revived Roman Empire.

7.2 At the time of the events of the Tribulation there are 10 nations ruling "Europe.”
There is a weak nation belonging to the federation of ten called in Dan 7:8 a little horn.

7.3 Itis from this weaker nation that the antichrist, who is indwelt by Satan comes.
7.3.1 He conquers somehow, according to Darv:8, three of the other nations and forms

a single nation and thus the ten nation federation becomes seven which will be ruled by
the antichrist. It is this seven or ten HEADED  powerful federation which will rule
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from Rome as the Revived Roman Empire.

7.3.2 One of theHEADS of the beast seemed to have had a fatal wound, but the fatal
wound had been healed. The whole world was astonished and followed the beast. Some
think the antichrist is injured and recovers and others (including me) believe it is rather
a reference to the Revived Roman Empire.

Rev 13:3 And | saw one of hisHEADS as it were wounded to death; and his deadly
wound was healed; and all the world wondered after the beast.

7.4 One of the original 10 nations would seem to be Roman, aacit representation of the
original Roman Empire which was long since thought to be dead but will arise again as
the Revived Roman Empire.

7.4.1 This would seem to be the meaning of Rev 13:3.

7.5 The emphasis beginning in verse 4 of Rev 13 seems toansition; it shifts from the
Revived Roman Empire to the leader of the empire, the satanically indwelt antichrist.

Rev 13:4 Men worshiped the dragon because he had given authority to the beast, and
they also worshiped the beast and asked, "Who is likethe beast? Who can make war
against him?"

Rev 13:5 The beast was given a mouth to utter proud words and blasphemies and to
exercise his authority for forty -two months.

7.5.1 His power and might is exercised during the first three and one half years of the
Tribulation as a world leader who is anti Christ and anti Christians. Forty two months
using the Jewish calendar is 3 and one half years. Elsewhere it is referred to as 1260
days (360 days time 3.5 = 1260 days). There were 360 days in the Jewish calerat year.

Rev 13:6 He opened his mouth to blaspheme God, and to slander his name and his
dwelling place and those who live in heaven.

Rev 13:7 He was given power to make war against the saints and to conquer them. And
he was given authority over everytribe, people, language and nation.

Rev 13:8 All inhabitants of the earth will worship the beast--all whose names have not
been written in the book of life belonging to the Lamb that was slain from the creation of
the world.

7.5.2 That Satan is the realpower is clear and that the antichrist will be indwelt is also
therefore equally clear.

7.5.3 Related Scriptures are Dan 7:78 and Rev 17:3,79
Dan 7:7 After this | saw in the night visions, and behold a fourth beast, dreadful and

terrible, and stro ng exceedingly; and it had great iron teeth: it devoured and brake in
pieces, and stamped the residue with the feet of it: and it was diverse from all the beasts
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that were before it; and it had ten horns.

Dan 7:8 "While | was thinking about the horns, ther e before me was another horn, a
little one, which came up among them; and three of the first horns were uprooted before
it. This horn had eyes like the eyes of a man and a mouth that spoke boastfully.

Rev 17:7 Then the angel said to me: "Why are you astashed? | will explain to you the
mystery of the woman and of the beast she rides, which has the seveHEADS and ten
horns.

Rev 17:8 The beast, which you saw, once was, now is not, and will come up out of the
Abyss and go to his destruction. The inhabitants of the earth whose names have not
been written in the book of life from the creation of the world will be astonished when
they see the beast, because he once was, now is not, and yet will come.

Rev 17:9 "This calls for a mind with wisdom. The sevenHEADS are seven hills on
which the woman sits.

7.6 The statements found in Rev 7:8 "once was, now is not, and will come up out of the
Abyss" and "go to his destruction because he once was, now is not, and yet will come"
refer to the Revived Roman Empire.

7.7 The city of Rome is famous for being located on seven hills. Rev 7:9 would seem to
provide further documentation of Rome as the city in which the antichrist and whore
church calls home. This because Rome was famous for being located on seven hills.

7.8 The three selected animals chosen to describe the Revived Roman Empire are given
also in Daniel 7 and the fourth empire known as the Revived Roman Empire gathers all
the dreadful power of each of the prior empires into one.

7.9 The Revived Roman Empre having the majesty and power of the lion (Babylon), the
strength and tenacity of the bear (Medo-Persian), the speed of the leopard (Greece) and
then is added the Satanic power coming from a fourth beast i. e. the dragon, old Satan
himself.

7.8 His power and activity are describe further by Daniel in Daniel chapters 2 and 7.
8. The headship of Jesus bringing maximum blessing is used in three ways:

8.1 theHEAD of Israel.

Acts 4:9 If we are being called to account today for an Acts of kindnessshown to a
cripple and are asked how he was healed,

Acts 4:10 then know this, you and all the people of Israel: It is by the name of Jesus
Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified but whom God raised from the dead, that this

man stands before you healed.
Acts 4:11 He is "the stone you builders rejected, which has become thélEADSTONE .
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8.2 the HEAD of the church.

Eph 1:22 And God placed all things under his feet and appointed him to beHEAD over
everything for the church,
Eph 1:23 which is his body, the fullness of him who fills everything in every way.

8.3 He is the HEAD over all things.

Col 2:9 For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form,
Col 2:10 and you have been given fullness in Christ, who is theHEAD over every power
and authority.

9. When Col 1:18 is compared 1Co 12:148 and Eph 4:15, we see that theHEAD is used
to communicate the importance of every believer. We also find the word HEAD is used
to describe our eternal security in these passages.

Col 1:18 And he is tre HEAD of the body, the church; he is the beginning and the
firstborn from among the dead, so that in everything he might have the supremacy.

1Co 12:14 Now the body is not made up of one part but of many.

1Co 12:15 If the foot should say, "Because | am rtaa hand, | do not belong to the body,"
it would not for that reason cease to be part of the body.

1Co 12:16 And if the ear should say, "Because | am not an eye, | do not belong to the
body," it would not for that reason cease to be part of the body.

1Co 2:17 If the whole body were an eye, where would the sense of hearing be? If the
whole body were an ear, where would the sense of smell be?

1Co 12:18 But in fact God has arranged the parts in the body, every one of them, just as
he wanted them to be.

10. In Ephesians chapter four the HEAD is used as part of a body analogy to show that
those today with the gift of evangelist and pastor teacher are established in order to
grow the body of Christ and thus become productive in time.

Eph 4:12 to prepare God'speople for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be
built up

Eph 4:13 until we all reach a unity in the faith by means of the knowledge of the Son of
God; becoming mature believers, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of
Christ.

Eph 4:14 So that we will no longer be infants, tossed back and forth by the waves, and
blown here and there by every wind of teaching even succumbing to the cunning and
craftiness of men and their deceitful scheming.

Eph 4:15 Instead of such foolishness, it isexpect that we will speak the truth from
doctrine in our souls, that we may in all things grow up becoming more like Him who is
the HEAD , that is, Christ.
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The Doctrine of The Hypostatic Union

1. The hypostatic union is that union of Jesus as God and ma while He was incarnate as
the Godman.

2. The English word hypostatic comes from the Greek word Hupostasis meaning to
stand down or under.

3. In the person of Christ there are two natures united without admixture or loss of
separate identity, property or attributes and this unification of the divine and human is
personal and eternal.

3.1 Christ became a man and lived as a man in an age often called the Kingdom Age or
The Age of the Hypostatic Union.

- Separates yet Connects —

4. There are four reasons why Jesus had to be& man:
4.1 He had to be a man to be our Savior and the One Who resolved the angelic conflict.

Heb 2:14 Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so
that by his death he might destroy him who holds the power of death-- that is, the devil-

Heb 2:15 and free those who all their lives were held in slavery by their fear of death.

Phi 2:5 Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus:

Phi 2:6 Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to
be grasped,

Phi 2:7 but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in
human likeness.

Phi 2:8 And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became
obedient to death-- even death on a cross!

4.2 He had to be aman to be our mediator. Job 9:32-34 compared with 1Ti 2:5-6

Job 9:32 "He is not a man like me that | might answer him, that we might confront each
other in court.

Job 9:33 If only there were someone to arbitrate between us, to lay his hand upon us
both,

Job 9:34 someone to remove God's rod from me, so that his terror would frighten me no
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more.

1Ti 2:5 For there is one God and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ
Jesus,

1Ti 2:6 who gave himself as a ransom for all men- the testimony given in its proper
time.

4.3 He had to be a man to be our High Priest. Heb 7:45, 14 and 28.

Heb 7:4 Just think how great he was: Even the patriarch Abraham gave him a tenth of
the plunder!

Heb 7:5 Now the law requires the descendants of Levi who become priestgo collect a
tenth from the people-- that is, their brothers --even though their brothers are descended
from Abraham.

Heb 7:14 For it is clear that our Lord descended from Judah, and in regard to that tribe
Moses said nothing about priests.

Heb 7:28 For the law appoints as high priests men who are weak; but the oath, which
came after the law, appointed the Son, who has been made perfect forever.

4.4 He had to be a man in order to be a King. 2Sa 7:816 and Psa 89:2037

2Sa 7:8 "Now then, tell my servant David, 'This is what the LORD Almighty says: | took
you from the pasture and from following the flock to be ruler over my people Israel.

2Sa 7:9 | have been with you wherever you have gone, and | have cut off all your
enemies from before you. Now | will make your name great, like the names of the
greatest men of the earth.

2Sa 7:10 And I will provide a place for my people Israel and will plant them so that they
can have a home of their own and no longer be disturbed. Wicked people will not
oppress them anymore, as they did at the beginning

2Sa 7:11 and have done ever since the time | appointed leaders over my people Israel. |
will also give you rest from all your enemies. "The LORD declares to you that the LORD
himself will establish a house for you:

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Rom 1:2 the gospel he promised beforehand through his prophets in the Holy Scriptures
Rom 1:3 regarding his Son,who as to his human nature was a descendant of David,
Rom 1:4 and who through the Spirit of holiness was declared with power to be the Son
of God by his resurrection from the dead: Jesus Christ our Lord.

Rom 1:5 Through him and for his name's sake, we receved grace and apostleship to call
people from among all the Gentiles to the obedience that comes from faith.

Rom 9:5 Theirs are the patriarchs, and from them is traced the human ancestry of
Christ, who is God over all, forever praised! Amen.

Phi 2:8 And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became
obedient to death-- even death on a cross!

Phi 2:9 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and gave him the name that is
above every name,

Phi 2:10 that at the name of Jesus every kree should bow, in heaven and on earth and
under the earth,

Phi 2:11 and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the
Father.

Heb 2:14 Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so
that by his death he might destroy him who holds the power of death-- that is, the devil-

6. Jesus was both divine and human.
6.1 As Deity He had unlimited power and all of the essences of God.
6.2 As a human He had all the limitations (by choice) of a homo saipien.

7. The key to understanding the hypostatic union is knowing that Jesus by His volition
while incarnate chose not to use His attributes of deity.

8. As a man Jesus had a body, spirit and soul minus an Old Sin Nature (a result of His
virgin birth).

8.1 Jesus was not conceived by the conjunction of man and woman.

8.2 He was begotten in the womb of Mary by the power of the Holy Spirit.

Mat 1:20 But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared
unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary
thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit.

Luk 1:35 And the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Spirit shall come upon

thee, and the power of the Highest shall overshadaw thee: therefore also that holy thing
which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God.
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8.3 It was Mary who conceived and our attention is expressly drawn to this fact in Luk
1:31.

Luk 1:31 And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and biing forth a son, and shalt
call his name JESUS.

8.4 Mary conceived only because the Holy Spirit had begotten Jesus in her womb and
hence the birth was virgin.

8.5 Paul reflects this doctrine in Gal 4:4 when he writes, "God sent forth his, Son born
of woman ...."

Gal 4:4 But when the fulness of the time was come,God sent forth his Son, made of
a woman , made under the law,

8.6 The prophecy of Isa 7:14 therefore foretold of the supernatural manner of Jesus'
birth.

8.7 In the Hebrew of Isa 7:14 we findalma , meaning "young woman, maiden or virgin."
8.7.1 ltis translated both in the KJV and the NIV as virgin.

KJV
Isa 7:14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, avirgin  shall
conceive, and beara son, and shall call his name Immanuel.

NIV
Isa 7:14 Therefore the Lord himself will give you a sign: Thevirgin  will be with child
and will give birth to a son, and will call him Immanuel.

8.7.2 This word alma is the feminine form of elem , "young man."

8.7.3 As to the much debated question of whether or not the word means only "virgin,"
is inconclusive; etymology offers no help and even usage is not aHdeterminative.

8.7.4 However, it may be said correctly that it is used only of unmarried women.

8.7.5 The Greek wordparthenos , "virgin" is the word employed in the LXX translation
of Isa 7:14 and in its quotation in Mat 1:23.

LXX

Isa 7:14 Therefore the Lord Himself shall give you a sign; behold, avirgin (Greek
Parthenos) shall conceive in the womb, and shall bring forth a son and thou shalt call
his name Emmanuel.”

KJV
Mat 1:23 Behold, avirgin (Greek Parthenos) shall be with child, and shall bring
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forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God
with us.

8.7.6 Parthenos is used to describe Mary in Luk 1:27.

Luk 1:26 And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of
Galilee, named Nazareth,

Luk 1:27 To avirgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David;
and the virgin's name was Mary.

Luk 1:28 And the angel came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly favored,

the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women.

8.7.7 According to Wigram's Englishman's Greek Concordanceof the New Testament
parthenos can be found fourteen times in the New Testament and in each case in the
KJV it is translated "virgin or virgins".

8.8 The prophecy of Isa 7:14 is predictive of the Messiah; thiswas later recorded as
having been fulfilled in several gospel accounts. Mat 1:18, 20, 32 and 25 and Luk 1:3435
which | shall provide using the NIV:

Mat 1:18 This is how the birth of Jesus Christ came about: His mother Mary was pledged
to be married to Joseph, but before they came together, she was found to be with child
through the Holy Spirit.

Mat 1:20 But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a
dream and said, "Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as gur wife,
because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit.

Mat 1:23 "The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and they will call him
Immanuel” --which means, "God with us."

Mat 1:25 But he had no union with her until she gave hirth to a son. And he gave him the
name Jesus.

Luk 1:34 "How will this be," Mary asked the angel, "since | am a virgin?"

Luk 1:35 The angel answered, "The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the
Most High will overshadow you. So the holy one to be born will be called the Son of God.
Luk 1:36 Even Elizabeth your relative is going to have a child in her old age, and she who
was said to be barren is in her sixth month.

Luk 1:37 For nothing is impossible with God."

Luk 1:38 "I am the Lord's servant,” Mary answered. "May it be to me as you have said."
Then the angel left her.

8.9 | t was not a mere baby who was conceived of Mary.

8.9.1 It was the eternal Son of God who was conceived. Only His human nature was
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formed in the womb, but He was God, though self limited, in this "new" identity. Thus
the term God incarnate.

8.10 Whatever ones view concerning this question, we can say according to the world's
most authentic historical tome that Christ was born by means of a virgin birth.

9. The incarnation did not change or destroy any of the attributes of either God or man.
10. Jesus as the incarnate Christ was different from both God and man.

11. God the Son by choice became unique, unlike the other two members of the Trinity
because:

11.1He had the power not to submit to God's authority.

Isa 48:16 Come ye near unto me, hear ye this; | have not spoken in secret from the
beginning; from the time that it was, there am I: and now the Lord GOD, and his Spirit,
hath sent me.

Isa 48:17 Thus sait the LORD, thy Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel; | am the LORD
thy God which teacheth thee to profit, which leadeth thee by the way that thou shouldest

go.
11.2 He had the power to stay under that authority.
11.3 His incarnation resolved the angelic onflict.

12. There were a number of choices Jesus had to make as the incarnate Christ and a few
of these were:

12.1 as the Godman he had to choose physical birth
12.2 as the Godman he had to choose the limitations of space, knowledge, power, etc.
12.3as the Godman he had to accept the sins of the world and be judged for those sins.

13. Though God chose to reveal Himself as three personalities we must always keep in
mind, the Three are also One.

14. God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spitipossess the same essences.
The essences are many but Col. R. B. Thieme has selected ten as best representing Him.
God is Sovereign, Omnipotent, Omnipresent, Omniscient, Eternal, Perfect Love, Plus
Justice, Plus Righteous, Just, Immutable and the Ultimate in Truth.

15. Certainly God has revealed in His Word certain attributes over and above what we

have listed as essences but clearly both His essences and attributes all point to the fact
that all three members of the Trinity are coinfinite, coeternal an d coequal.
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16. Christ when He became man and dwelt among us by His choice limited His divine
essence and attributes and accepted the limitations of humanity. The Godman Jesus
always possessed the power, attributes and essences of Deity but He chose nob use
them and thus He was The Godman, God Incarnate and the Christ.

17. Christ Jesus as God not only took care of all the sins of the world by his efficacious
sacrifice on the cross but He made possible salvation for all who would believe on His
name. To illustrate, | have provided several Scriptures:

2Co 5:21 For he hah made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be
made the righteousness of God in him.

Rom 5:8 But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners,
Christ died as a substitute for us.

Joh 3:14 And as Moses lifted up he serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of
man be lifted up:

Joh 3:15 That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.

Joh 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Joh 3:17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the
world through him might be saved.

Joh 3:18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is
condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son
of God.

Joh 1:12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God,
even to them that believe on his name:

Joh 3:36 He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth not the
Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him.

18.1 As the GodmarChrist became a mediator equal with both God and man; to
perform this inscrutable task He had to accept the limitations of humanity.

Job 9:32 "He is not a man like me that | might answer him, that we might confront each
other in court.

Job 9:33 If only there were someone to arbitrate between us, to lay his hand upon us

1Ti2:6 who gave himself as a ransom for all men- the testimony given in its proper
time.

1. Definition: As used in this categorical study, doctrine is the content of Scripture
exegeted and taught categorically by a pastofteacher in a local church.

1.1 Col. R. B. Thieme developed an acrostic to communicate the wagtoctrine should be
taught in the local church: ICE, for Isagogics, Categories and Exegesis. | have amplified
it somewhat.

ICED

| The | stands for Introduction, meaning those facts which introduce historical nuances
and background information about the book, the author and the historical setting.

C The C stands for Categories, meaning that study of a subject found throughout the
Bible as opposed to an eclectic approach.

E The E stands for Exegesis, meaning a critical analysis of the Bible performed fom a
study of the original language using the best manuscripts available.

D The D stands for Dispensation, meaning that analysis of the Biblical passage or
passages given the epoch to which the Scripture relates.

2. In 2Ti 3:16-17 we find that doctrine is stressed as the means for performing the
Christian life.

2Ti 3:16: All scripture is God breathed and is profitable for doctrine for reproof, for
correction, for instruction in righteousness

1Ti 3:17: In order that the man of God might be perfect thoroughly furnished unto all
good works.

2.1 Scripture, however, must be interpreted based on a complete and thorough
exegesis.

3. 2Pe 1:28 summarizes the process for acquiring doctrine. In an earlier study of
Peterds second e panayredeersesP threugle8 Rdtherdharaan d
extensive review, | want to simply present an expanded translation.

2Pe 1:9but he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath
forgotten that he was purged from his old sins."

4.1 This verse suffers from a translation problem.
4.1.1 "But"is actually a poor translation of Gar . Gar is better translated "for you see."

4.1.2 The phrase "he that lacketh these things" is better translated "to whom these
things are not present.” Instead of speaking of the "assembled characters" belonging to
the Christian, the verse indicates they may be present, but nd his or her settled
possession.

4.1.3 Because many believers have not followed the protocol plan of God, they wake up
in a new world each morning, unaware of their very own spiritual life and oblivious to

the fact they have a spiritual sense of destiny.These negative believers are everywhere
today. Our churches are full of them, and, perhaps worse, there are many borragain
people who have rejected the church altogether. The protocol plan of God is perhaps
best summarized in our Edification Complex of The Soul chart.

4.1.4 The phrase "cannot see afar off" is a translation ofMuopazo , a word used by
Aristotle of a near-sighted man. It was also used by Ecclesiasticus of a man who has
seen the light, but blinking he turns away from the light.
4.1.5 Here the wordMuop azo modifies the word Tuflos, translated "blind."
The word blind is better "he screws up his eyes because of the light, seeing only things
present and not the heavenly things. o0
4.1.6 Negative people can't see spiritual things because doctrine is spirially discerned.
4.1.7 Vincent has written of the blind soul "he cannot see the things of heaven, though

he may be quick enough in regard to worldly matters."

4.1.8 "Hath forgotten” in the Greek text is literally "having taken forgetfulness.” The

phrase comes fromLambano Lethe , which is better translated "having seized a state
of forgetfulness, a state of oblivion."

4.1.9 "Purged" isKatharizo and means "to be cleansed.”" This is an apt description of
the saint who will not use the two power options.

4.1.10 Continued refusal to take in the Word may result in a believer forgetting he was
ever saved.

4.1.11 This Christian is not stoneblind but simply | acks even the basics-a sad situation
indeed.
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5. Now let's leave Second Peter and develop further our subject, "The Importance of
Doctrine."

6. Itis impossible to please God if you do not believe that He is your Savior and that He
blesses the believerwho uses the two power options.

Heb 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God
must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.

7. Without doctrine you will find your prayers to be an abomination to God.

Pro 28:9 He that turneth away his ear from hearing the law, even his prayers shall be an
abomination.

8. Pro 12:1a tells us the man who loves spiritual growth will love knowledge.

Pro 12:1 Whoever loveth instruction loveth knowledge: and he that hateth reproof is
brutish.

8.1 Notice Pro 12:1hxells us not to despise discipline; we should accept it and move
forward. The man who rebels against the discipline of God is brutish-- animal -like.

8.2 Compare this Proverbto Heb 4:12. The anonymous writer of Hebrews declares the
power of Scripture, how it cuts to the essence of our soul and human spirit discerning
our true thoughts and intents.

Heb 4:12 For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double edged
sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the
thoughts and attitudes of the heart.

9. Doctrine was always with God, even from eternity past; before anything was, there
was doctrine. Pro 8:22 and 23 also dechre the importance God places on doctrine.

Pro 8:22-23 The Lord possessed wisdom in the beginning of his way, before his works of
old. Wisdom was set up from everlasting, from the beginning, before the earth was.

10. God has magnified His Word, even above His name and reputation. A clear
demonstration of the importance of His Word is found in Psa 138:2.

"l will worship toward the Holy Temple and praise thy Name for thy loving Kindness
and for thy Truth: for tho u hast magnified thy Word above all thy Name."

11. The attitude of a believer toward Bible doctrine determines whether he or she
receives blessing or discipline in time.

Pro 8:33-36 Hear instruction, and be wise, and refuse it not. Blessed is the manthat
heareth me, watching daily at my gates, waiting at the post of my doors. For whoever
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findeth doctrine, findeth life and shall obtain favor of the Lord. But he that sinneth
against doctrine wrongeth his own soul: and all they that hate me love operational death
in time.

12. Daily study of the Word of God will make the believer a unique success says Jos 1:8.

Jos 1:8 This book of the law shall not depart out of your mouth; but thou shalt meditate
therein day and night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written
therein: for then you shall make thy way prosperous, and then you shall have a good
success.

13. Doctrine is the basis for blessing in time.

14. Doctrine must become more real than reality in the life of a believer.

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15. In order to function properly in time every believer is urged to get under the
authority of his or her right pastor -teacher.

Heb 10:25 Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some
is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.

Heb 13:7 Remember them which have the rule over you, those men who have spoken
unto you the Word of God: whose faith follow, considering the result of their modus
operandi of studying and teaching.

5. Since we believe the Bible is the inspired word of God we only need one, not 54
prophecies fulfilled in Jesus.

5.1 But to understand the staggering probabilities, an expert in statistics has concluded:
"We find that the chance that any man might have lived ... and fulfilled just 8 prophecies
is 1in 10 to the 17th power."

5.2 In order to help us comprehend the staggering probability, suppose that we take 10
to the 17th power of silver dollars and lay them on the face of Texas. They would cover
all of the state two feet deep.

5.3 Now mark one of the silver dollars and stir the whole mass firmly, all over the state.
Blindfold a man and tell him he may travel as far as he wishes but he must pick up 1
silver dollar and say it is the right 'one.'

5.4 What chance would he have of getting the right ‘'one'? Just the same chance the

Prophets would have in writing down 8 prophecies and have them all come true in one
man."

5.5 This same expert has considered 48 prophecies and says, "we find the chance that
any one man fulfilled 48 prophecies to be one in 10 to the 157th power."”

5.6 When you look at 300 prophecies you begin to understand the accuracy of the Old
Testament and the reality of Jesus as the predicted Messiah.

6. For more information regarding the subject of the authenticity of the Bible please go
to westbankbiblechurch.com and review the Doctrine of The Authenticity of The Bible.

7. Clearly Jesussaid | am the Jewish Messiah as we have just seen and the scripture just
as clearly documents the assertion.

8. A related doctrine is the Doctrine of Jesus - The Son of God; for you see not only did

Jesus say He was the Messiah, but He also said He wasieé Son of God. Let's take a look
at these scriptures:

Joh 5:17 But Jesus answered them, My Father worketh hitherto, and | work.

Joh 5:18 Therefore the Jews sought the more to kill him, because he not only had
broken the sabbath, but said also that God was his Father, making himself
equal with God

Joh 9:35 Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and when he had found him, he said
unto him, Dost thou believe on the Son of God?

1. Atour Lord's last Passover and first Lord's Table, He taught of his betrayal.

Joh 13:21 When Jesus had thus said, he was troubled in spirit, and testified, and
said, Verily, verily, | say unto you, that one of you shall betray me.

Joh 13:22 Then thedisciples looked one on another, doubting of whom he spake.

Joh 13:23 Now there was leaning on Jesus' bosom one of his disciples, whom Jesus
loved.

Joh 13:24 Simon Peter therefore beckoned to him, that he should ask who it should
be of whom he spake.

Joh 13:25 He then lying on Jesus' breast saith unto him, Lord, who is it?

Joh 13:26 Jesus answered, He it is, to whom | shall give a sop, when | have dipped it.
And when he had dipped the sop, he gave it to Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon.

2. In the list of the twelve disciples, Judas Iscariot is designated by the stigma "he
who also betrayed him" (Mat 10:4 and Mar 3:19) and "which was the traitor" (Luk
6:16).

Mat 10:4 Simon the Zealot and Judas Iscariot, who betrayed him
Mat 10:5 These twelve Jesus sent out with the following instructions: "Do not go among
the Gentiles or enter any town of the Samaritans.

Mar 3:16 These are thetwelve he appointed: Simon (to whom he gave the name Peter);
Mar 3:17 James son of Zebedee and his brother John (to them he gave the name
Boanerges, which means Sons of Thunder);

Mar 3:18 Andrew, Philip, Bartholomew, Matthew, Thomas, James son of Alphaeus,
Thaddaeus, Simon the Zealot

Mar 3:19 and Judas Iscariot, who betrayed him

Luk 6:13 When morning came, he called his disciples to him and chose twelve of them,
whom he also designated apostles:

Luk 6:14 Simon (whom he named Peter), his brother Andrew, James, John, Philip,
Bartholomew,

Luk 6:15 Matthew, Thomas, James son of Alphaeus, Simon who was called the Zealot,
Luk 6:16 Judas son of James, andJudas Iscariot, who became a traitor

3. At the same time he is also called "one of the twelve" in Mar 1410, 20; Joh 6:71
and Aone of the disciplesd in Joh 12: 4.
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Mar 14:10 ThenJudas Iscariot, one of the Twelve , went to the chief priests to
betray Jesus to them.

Mar 14:20 "It is one of the Twelve " he replied, "one who dips bread into the bowl
with me.

Joh 6:71 (He meant Judas, the son of Simon Iscariot, who,though one of the
Twelve , was later to betray him.)

Joh 12:4 But one of his disciples, Judas Iscario t, who was later to betray him,
objected,

Joh 12:5 "Why wasn't this perfume sold and the money given to the poor? It was worth a
year's wages."

4. Judas was also called a devil in Joh 6:70.

Joh 6:70 Then Jesus replied, "Have | not chosen you, the Twelve?/et one of you is a
devil! (Diabolos )"

5. There is no mention of Judas Iscariot prior to his selection by Christ.
6. Judas served as the treasurer of the the apostolic band. (Joh 12:45; 13:29)

Joh 12:4 But one of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, who was later to betray him, objected,
Joh 12:5 "Why wasn't this perfume sold and the moneygiven to the poor? It was worth a
year's wages."

Joh 12:6 He did not say this because he cared about the poor but because he was a thief;
as keeper of the money bag, he used to help himself to what was put into it.

Joh 13:29 Since Judas had charge of thanoney, some thought Jesus was telling him to
buy what was needed for the Feast, or to give something to the poor.

7. Judas embezzled funds from time to time; being characterized as a thief.

8. His true character, with its avarice and covetousness, revealed itself at the anointing
of Jesus by Mary.

9. Judas pretended, along with the other disciples, that his concern had to do with the
waste and that the expensive perfume should have been sold and the proceeds given to
the poor. (Joh 12:1-5)

Joh 12:1 Six days before the Passover, Jesus arrived at Bethany, where Lazarus lived,
whom Jesus had raised from the dead.

Joh 12:2 Here a dinner was given in Jesus' honor. Martha served, while Lazarus was
among those reclining at the table with him.
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Joh 12:3 Then Mary took about a pint of pure nard, an expensive perfume; she poured it
on Jesus' feet and wiped his feet with her hair. And the house was filled with the
fragrance of the perfume.

Joh 12:4 But one of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, who was later to betay him, objected,
Joh 12:5 "Why wasn't this perfume sold and the money given to the poor? It

was worth a year's wages."

Joh 12:6 He did not say this because he cared about the poor but because he

was a thief; as keeper of the money bag, he used to help him self to what was
put into it.

10. Though he became a disciple and follower of Jesus, Judas did not accept Him as his
Lord and Saviour. Judas never called Him more than Rabbi (Mat 26:25).

Mat 26:25 Then Judas, the one who would betray him, said, "Surely not |, Rabbi?" Jesus
answered, "Yes, it is you."

11. Judas expected Christ to establish an earthly kingdom in which he would have an
important position.

12. Until that happened he was happy to enrich himself from the common funds. It
troubled him to hear the Lord declare that His was a spiritual kingdom which none
could enter except by the Father's enabling. (Joh 6:63-65)

Joh 6:63 The Spirit gives life; the flesh counts for nothing. The words | have spoken to
you are spirit and they are life.

Joh 6:64 Yet there are some of you who do not believe." For Jesus had known from the
beginning which of them did not believe and who would betray him.

Joh 6:65 He went on to say, "This is why | told you that no one can come to me unless
the Father has enabledhim.”

13. The refusal of Christ to establish an earthly kingdom angered Judas as did Christ's
periodic reference to His death.

14. Woycliffe writes: "The final incident which drove Judas to betray Jesus was the
expensive anointing at Bethany coupledwith Christ's clear declarations: "She did it for
my burial.”

15. Though Christ chose Judas knowing he would betray Him, still He showed him
constant compassion, gave him a complete revelation of Himself and many warnings.

16. He humbly washed Judas'feet along with the other disciples and then said: "Ye are
clean, but not all.” (Joh 13:10)
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Joh 13:10 Jesus answered, "A person who has had a bath needs only to wash his feet; his
whole body is clean. And you are clean, though not every one of you."

17. From none of His great messages and not even from the work of evangelism, when
He sent out the Twelve (Mat 10:1-7; Luk 9:1), did Christ exclude Judas.

Mat 10:1 He called his twelve disciples to him and gave them authority to drive out evil
spirits and to heal every disease and sickness ...

Mat 10:5 These twelve Jesus sent out with the following instructions: "Do not go among
the Gentiles or enter any town of the Samaritans.

Mat 10:6 Go rather to the lost sheep of Israel.

Mat 10:7 As you go, preach this message: 'The kingdom of heaven is near.’'

Luk 9:1 When Jesus had called the Twelve together, he gave them power and authority
to drive out all demons and to cure diseases,
from village to village, preaching the gospel and healing people everywhere.

17.1 Judas together with all of the other disciples received all of the teachings
concerning the Kingdom protocol.

17.2 The teachings of Christ however fell wupo
example of what sin does in the life of the unsaved.

17.3 Judas acted from his own volition, He chose to steal from the common funds and
he chose to betray his Master for the 30 pieces of silver. He also chose to study the
prophecy of Zechariah.

Zec 11:12 | told them, "If you think it best, give me my pay; bu if not, keep it." So they
paid me thirty pieces of silver.

17.4 God foresaw this action on Judas' part and chose to let him act according to his
fallen freedom.

17.5 There was no curtailment of Judas' freedom, any more than there is of any other
man's.

18. Judas' end:

18.1 Before the supper the devil had already put it in Judas' heart to betray Jesus (Joh
13:2) and as soon as Judas took the sop "Satan entered into him."  (Joh 13:27)

Joh 13:2 The evening meal was being served, and the devhad already prompted Judas
Iscariot, son of Simon, to betray Jesus.
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Joh 13:27 As soon as Judas took the bread, Satan entered into him. "What you are about
to do, do quickly," Jesus told him,

18.2 Hurrying to the chief priests, he said that he would lead them to Christ and identify
Him with a kiss. Since he knew the secret of the garden he was able to lead a great
multitude with swords and staves from the chief priests, and coming up to Jesus "kissed
him." (Mat 26:49; Mar 14:45)

Mat 26:49 Going at once to Jesus, Judas said, "Greetings, Rabbi!" and kissed him.
Mar 14:45 Going at once to Jesus, Judas said, "Rabbi!" and kissed him.

18.3 Jesus reached out in a last word of love and said, "Friend, why art thou come?"
(Mat 26:50)

Mat 26:50 Jesus replied, "Friend (Hetairos - comrade), do what you came for." Then
the men stepped forward, seized Jesus and arrested him.

18.4 After Judas saw Christ condemned to be crucified, he was filled with remorse (Mat
27:3-4), and coming to the chief priests and eldershe confessed his crime, saying, "I
have betrayed innocent blood."

Mat 27:3 When Judas, who had betrayed him, saw that Jesus was condemned, he was
seized with remorse and returned the thirty silver coins to the chief priests and the
elders.

Mat 27:4 "l hav e sinned," he said, "for | have betrayed innocent blood." "What is that to
us?" they replied. "That's your responsibility."

18.4.1 Judas was sorry for what he did, but sorrow saves no one, it takes faith alone in
Christ alone; being sorry will not cut i t; sorry is like all human good, an abomination to
God. There will be great sorrow at the Great White Throne but sorrow and remorse will
only condemn further the unbeliever as he stands before Christ. A sorrowful and
remorseful Iscariot will one day stan d before the GWT.

Rom 4:4 Now to him that worketh is the reward not reckoned of grace, but of debt.
Rom 4:5 But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly,
his faith is counted for righteousness.

18.4.2 And as we read eaikr in Joh 6:64 Judas believed not.

Joh 6:64 Yet there are some of you who do not believe.'For Jesus had known from
the beginning which of them did not believe and who would betray him

18.5 Then he went out and committed suicide by hanging himself.

19. Judas recall was not cleanl(ouo ) and thus was not a member of God's forever
family, not because of what He did but because of what he refused to believe.

20. Christ would be crucified and placed in the grave some twelve hours after the
infamous betrayal by Judas Iscariot.

Doctrine of Justification
1. Introduction:

1.1 At point of faith in Christ, or at regeneration, we are said to be "born again" and
accordingly justified in the eyes of God.

1.2 This is something only faith can connect and something the Law of Moses could
never do nor any of the liturgical practices of the Tabernacle/Temple.

1.3 Justification is a positional matter; we are said to be in Christ. The believer is said
to be in the top circle and family of God. Our justification is closely related to positional
sanctification. Positional sanctification is absolute vis -a-vis temporal sanctification
which is potential.

CHART TOP CIRCLE VERSUS BOTTOM CIRCLE

2Ti 1:9 It was God Who has saved us, and called us with an holy calling, not according to
our works, but according to his own purpose and grace, which was given us in Christ
Jesus before the world began,

Acts 16:31 And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and wilbe saved, and your
house.

1Jo 1:8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.
1Jo 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse
us from all unrighteousness.

1Jo 1:10 If wesay that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us.

1.4 Top circle justification is called positional sanctification.

1.5 Positional sanctification is absolute vis-a-vis temporal sanctification which is
potential.

1.6 The stde of Justification is being made acceptable to God even to such a finely
tuned point that the Righteousness of God is imputed to each of us by simple faith in
Christ.

1.7 Justification is the total word and concept for the salvation process whereas
salvation is simply the deliverance from the slave market of sin.

CHART SLAVE MARKET OF SIN
1.8 lItis true that, being in Christ, the believer is positionally righteous; but justification

is the divine acknowledgment and declaration that the one who is in Christ is declared
by God to be Righteous and royal family.
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1.8.1 This result is best seen in the metonymy of standing before the bar of judgment
and having the presiding judge announce that Christ has made you right with God and
you are no longer guity; now you can embrace your mediator in a major act of
thanksgiving. This because the believer has avoided a lifetime of fire and brimstone and
pain incomprehensible.

1.9 The believer is constituted righteous by virtue of his position in Christ, by the act of
Justification God publishes in the heavenly realms His divine recognition of the
believer's new position as a member of God's forever family.

1.10 God justifies the ungodly and on a ground so worthy, so laudable and unblemished
that He Himself r emains just when He justifies. God justifies on the basis of grace and
grace is all that God is free to do for the believer on the basis of the cross without in
anyway compromising His integrity.

1.10.1 Itis the Christian's right and responsibility to count his work done and to say as
in Romans 5:1 "Therefore being justified by faith we have peace with God through our
Lord Jesus Christ".

2. Etymology - The noun justification appears only three times in the Bible and all in
the New Testament.

2.1 Ranm 4:25 Who was delivered for our offenses, and was raised again for our
justification.

2.1.1 The word in the Greek in Rom 4:25 isDikaiosis and means an acquittal. Itis
derived from Dikaioo meaning to render, show or regard as just or innocent.

Rom 5:16 And not as it was by one that sinned, so is the gift: for the judgment was by
one to condemnation, but the free gift is of many offenses unto justification.

2.1.2 The word in the Greek in Rom 5:16 isDikaioma and means an equitable deed; by
implicat ion a statute or decision which is promulgated as defining righteous.

Rom 5:18 Therefore as by the offense of one judgment came upon all men to
condemnation; even so by the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto
justification of life.

2.1.3 The word in the Greek in Rom 5:18 is the same as in Rom 4:25 Dikaiosis
as noted means the state of being acquittedCondemnation became salvation.

3. So that we can understand better, all that God has done for us, | want to list the six
bases of ondemnation:

3.1 Sin
Rom 3:23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;
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Isa 53:6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way;
and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.

3.2 Penalty of Sin

Rom 6:23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus
Christ our Lord.

Rom 5:12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so
death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:

3.3 Physical Birth

3.6 Position in Adam
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1Co 15:22 For as in Adan all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.
4. Let's look at four uses in the New Testament of the verb justified:

Rom 3:28 Therefore we conclude that a man isjustified by faith without the deeds of the
law.

Rom 5:1 Therefore beingjustified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord
Jesus Christ:

Gal 3:24 Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might
be justified by faith.

Rom 4:5 But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly,
his faith is counted for righteousness.

5. There is a Hebrew word not translated justification in its noun form but is translated
justified in its verb form. The Hebrew Word is Tsedeq .

Job 13:15 Though he slay me, yet will | hope in him; Iwill surely defend my ways to his
face.

Job 13:16 Indeed, this will turn out for my deliverance, for no godless man would dare
come before him!

Job 13:17 Listen carefully to my words; let your ears take in what | say.

Job 13:18 Now that | have prepared mycase, | know | will be justified .

Job 25:4 How then can man bejustified with God? or how can he be clean that is born of
a woman?

Isa 45:25 In the LORD shall all the seed of Israel bejustified , and shall glory.

6. The word Tsedeq means to be vindicated or the state of vindication, righteousness
or correctness.

7. In concept then this process of justification leaves us as those who have been found
not guilty by the Supreme Court of Heaven.

7.1 The charge was not sin but rather our birth and theimputation of condemnation to
our Old Sin Nature.

8. The meaning of justification is not to be confused as signifying "just as if | had never
sinned" but rather because the payment for sin has been made by Christ on the Cross,
our sin and separation from God is no longer an issue. As the song saydesus Paid It All.

9. At the very best man at birth is fit only for destruction even before he or she has
committed personal sin.
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Rom 5:12 Therefore, as by one man (Adam) sin entered the world, and death by &; and
so death passed upon all men ...

Rom 5:14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not
sinned after the similitude of Adam's transgression, who is the figure of Him (Christ)

that was to come.

Rom 5:15 But not as the ofense, so also is the free gift. For if through the offense of one
many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man,
Jesus Christ, having abounded unto many.

Rom 5:16 Again, the gift of God is not like the result of the one man's sin: The judgment
followed one sin and brought condemnation, but the free gift followed many trespasses
and brought justification

Rom 5:17 For if by one man's offense death reigned byne; much more they which
receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one,
Jesus Christ.

Rom 5:18 Therefore as by the offense of one judgment came upon all men to
condemnation; even so by the righteousness of one thdree gift came upon all men unto
justification  of life.

Rom 5:19 For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the
obedience of one shall many be made righteous.

1Co 15:22 For as in Adam all die, even so shalll those in Christ be madealive.

1Co 15:45 And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam
was made a life giving spirit.

1Co 15:46 Therefore the spiritual did not come first, but the natural came first and then
came that which is spiritual.

1Co 1547 The first man Adam is of the earth, earthy; the second man is the Lord Jesus
who came from heaven.

10. Man therefore even without sin is condemned by the Righteousness of God and the
justice of God must execute what the Righteousness of God demands.

10.1 The condemnation is the direct result of the imputation of Adam's sin to our old sin
natures; and this occurs at birth.

11. The avoidance of the process of condemnation can only occur by faith in Christ; at
point of faith in Christ we receive the im putation of the Righteousness of God; for you
see the Righteousness of God was satisfied on the cross and once again, what the
Righteousness of God demands, the Justice of God must execute.

12. So you see, God does not wink at sin, Christ's substitutioney death has removed
both the problem of sin and the imputation of sin; thus we are saved.

13. In fact the resurrection was made possible by our collective justifications.

God looked down the time line and saw many believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, reeive
the imputation of God's Righteousness and as a result Christ was resurrected. He did
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His job and low and behold God's perfect plan worked.

Expanded Translation of Rom 4:25: "Who Jesus was delivered over because of our many
failures and was raised be@use of our justification."

14. The Father looked down at the historical reality of many believers spanning the vast
time line and accordingly said of the work of the Son: "well done!"

14.1 It was then that the celebrity of the Christian life, Jesusthe Christ, in triumphant
victory left planet earth to sit at the right hand of God the Father in a place of supreme
honor.

15. Summary:

15.1 By the sacrifice of Christ our redemption was purchased.

15.2 Sin was atoned by that same act of Christ.

15.3 We were redeemed from the slave market of sin by the work of Christ on the cross
of Calvary.

15.4 We availed ourselves of the expiatory work of Christ and therefore are regenerated
receiving a new birth because God is propitiated.

15.5 We are als reconciled to God and now are mutually made compatible as family of
God because of the substitutionary death of Christ.

15.6 After all of the above we are then declared to bdustified .
16. The justification solution is a product of the work of Christ by His providing:
16.1 Our Redemption

Eph 1:7 In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins,
according to the riches of his grace;

1Pe 1:18 Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as
silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers;

16.2 Our Unlimited Atonement

Joh 3:17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the
world through him might be saved.

Joh 3:18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is
condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son
of God.
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16.3 Our Expiation

Col 2:14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was
contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;

16.4 Our Regeneration

16.5 Our Imputation of Righteousness

2Co 5:21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be
made the righteousness of God in him.

16.6 Our Position In Christ
1Co 15:22 For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.
16.7 A Basis For God's Propiation

Rom 3:22 Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and
upon all them that believe: for there is no difference:
Rom 3:23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;

Rom 3:24 Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ
Jesus:

Rom 3:25 Whom God hath set forth to be apropitiation (Hilasterion ) through faith in
his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through
the forbearance of God,;

17. As you can see propitiation is closely related to justification; let's look further at the
meaning of this word "propitiation."

18. Three important Greek words are used to present the teaching of propitiation.

18.1 They are Hilasmos- 1AaGLOG (1Jo 2:2; 4:10), Hilasterion - tAactnptov (Rom
3:25; Heb 9:5, "mercy seat"), and Hilaskomai - tAackopot (Luk 18:13; Heb 2:17).

1Jo 2:2 And he is the"propitiation” for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the
sins of the whole world.

1Jo 4:10 Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to
be the "propitiation” for our sins.

Rom 3:25 Whom God hath set forth to be a"propitiation” through faith in his blood,
to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the
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forbearance of God;

Heb 9:5 And over it the cherubims of glory shadowing the "mercy seat" ; of which we
cannot now speak particularly.

Luk 18:13 And the publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto
heaven, but smote upon his breast, saying, God'be merciful* to me a sinner.

Heb 2:17 Wherefore in all things it behooved him to be made like unto his brethren, that
he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, "to m ake
reconciliation”  for the sins of the people.

18.2 Vines has the following to say about this word propitiation:

18.2.1 It is God who is"propitiated"  because He has so dealt with sin that He can
show mercy to the believing sinner in the removal of his guilt and the remission of his
sins.

18.2.2 Through the "propitiatory" sacrifice of Christ, he who believes upon Him is by
God's own act delivered from justly deserved wrath, and comes under the covenant of
grace.

18.2.3 Never is God said to be reconited, a fact in itself indicative that the enmity exists
on man's part alone, and that it is man who needs to be reconciled to God, and not God
to man.

18.2.4 He can act differently towards those who come to Him by faith, and solely on the
ground of the "propitiatory” sacrifice of Christ, not because He has changed, but because
He always acts as a righteous God.

18.2.5 The expiatory work of the Cross is therefore the means whereby the barrier which
sin interposes between God and man is broken down.

18.2.6 By His sacrifice on the cross, Christ annulled the power of sin which separated
God and man.

18.3 The need for propitiation arose because of the holiness of God on the one hand, and
the sin of man on the other. The emphasis in the meaning of the wordis upon
satisfaction.

18.4 The NT usage indicates clearly that Christ's death fully satisfied the demands of the
offended holiness of God.

TABERNACLE SCHEMATIC
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18.5 In the liturgy of the Tabernacle/Temple, the place where our Holy God met sinful
man was at the mercy seat; once a year on the day of Atonement the High Priest would
sprinkle the symbolic blood.

18.6 To understand the OT place of propitiation, one must understand the ark of the
covenant mentioned in Exo 25:10-22.

Exo 25:10 And they dhall make an ark of shittim wood: two cubits and a half shall be the
length thereof, and a cubit and a half the breadth thereof, and a cubit and a half the
height thereof ...

Exo 25:17 And thou shalt make a mercy seat of pure gold: two cubits and a half shll be
the length thereof, and a cubit and a half the breadth thereof.

18.7 The ark was made of acacia wood representing the humanity of Christ and overlaid
with gold representing the Deity of Christ.

18.8 In the ark were three things representing sin and evil: the table of the law speaking
to sin; the rod that budded speaking of the evil of rebellion against authority; and the
pot of manna speaking of the rejection of God's divine provision or what we would call
logistical grace.

Heb 9:4 Inside the Holy of Holies was the golden censer, and the ark of the covenant
overlaid round about with gold, wherein was the golden pot that had manna, and
Aaron's rod that budded, and the tables of the covenant;

18.9 The symbols of sin and evil being in the box weke thus covered; the symbolism
taught of the work of Christ in taking care of both sin and evil.

18.10 On the day of atonement the High Priest sprinkled blood showing that the
righteousness and justice of God were satisfied.

18.11 The OT liturgy taught ws that God is free to love us because His +R was satisfied
and His +J must execute what His +R demands.

18.12. In the NT the cross becomes the place where God would meet man. Thus John
could say that Christ is the propitiation, the satisfaction, for the s ins of believers and
also for the sins of unbelievers.

1Jo 2:2 And he is thepropitiation ~ for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the
sins of the whole world.

CHART THE UNLIMITED ATONEMENT

18.13 His death satisfied the righteous demands of God the Father. As a result of that
propitiation God was satisfied and the relation of the entire world to God was altered.
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The propitiatory sacrifice of Christ was the basis for the reconciliation of th e world to
God Himself.

2Co 5:19 To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not
imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of
reconciliation.

18.14 Propitiation relates to the satisfaction brought to God as a result of the work of
Christ. God was satisfied with the payment for sin. Man must avail himself of the
Propitiation potential by simple faith in Christ.

Joh 1:12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God,
even to them that believe on his name:

18.15 God can never be merciful to a sinner and He can never overlook sin; it must be
expiated and so it was on the cross.

Luk 18:13 And the publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto
heaven, but smote upon his breast, saying, God be merciful (a 2nd person singular aorist
passive imperative of Hilaskomai ) to me a sinner.

Expanded Translation:

"And the tax collector standing some distance away would not even look toward God for
he knew his sinful condition; he cried out, "God | command that you be propitious to me
a sinner".

18.16 God need not be begged and persuaded to be propitious or "merciful;” this is made
clear in Scripture where in Luk 18:13 the sinner demands salvation. The Fatheris the
subject of the verb Hilaskomai , the aorist tense is culminative and the passive voice
tells us the Father receives the action of the verb because it was Christ Who produced
the action of making possible the sinner's salvation thus the tax collector could demand
"God you save me!"

18.17 The work has been done. God has been propitiated. He is satisfied with the work
of Christ. Now all men are invited to enter by faith into that completed work.
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Doctrine of Liberty vs License
124 We are to never judge others or be offensive even when we have the liberty to do so.
2. The essentials vs the noressentials:

2.1 There are essential matters concerning which a Christian may not compromise and
then there are the non-essentials or "gray areas."

2.2 The essentials involve specific prohibitions in the Word.

2.3 There are non-essentials like using expletives, drinking alcohol in moderation,
praying out loud over your food etc.

2.3.1 Although these nonessentials arenot prohibited in the Word, on occasion they
may become offensive to a fellow believer.

2.4 Even socializing with certain people who do questionable things may be offensive to
others.

2.5 There are many essentials mentioned in Scripture that demand sepaation.

2.6 Many of these are obvious like idolatry, crime, drunkenness etc. but there are things
more subtle such as legalism therefore those legalist who cause divisions with their false
doctrine must also be avoided.

Rom 16:17 Now | beseech you, brethen, mark them which cause divisions and offenses
contrary to the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them.

Rom 16:18 For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly;
and by good words and fair speeches deceive the heartsfahe simple.

2.7 These are essentials demanding separation are straight forward but often the non
essential conduct of others demands separation and it is here that the nuance requires
discernment and expertise.

2.8 The application of Liberty verse License will become perspicuous as you ingest and
metabolize doctrine. We are to become expert.

3. This doctrine relates to the " ticklish " area of non-essentials which believers must
avoid in order to be " my brothers keeper."

3.1 This doctrine will teach that a Christian must often eschew certain conduct
permitted by the Scripture, because of the ignorance of our " neighbor " while at other
times doing the same act in order to keep the issue of Christ and your Christianity
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focused on the real isste/s.

3.2 The mature believer must often be flexible concerning non-essentials and permit the
privacy of others to function without being an impediment to their growth. A good rule
to always remember don't try to teach them , they will be taught when they are positive.

3.2.1 Just be sensitive to the Holy Spirit's leadership, He will use the doctrine in your
right lobes.

3.3 Again, in the Faith there are all levels of Christian growth and this includes you and
me.

4. Liberty vs License is best taught in1Co 8:313; 1Co 10:2333; and
Rom 14:1221.

4.1 Let's look at these Scriptures, first as an overview and then we will develop some
principles later.

1Co 8:1 Now about food sacrificed to idols: We know that we all possess knowledge.
Knowledge puffs up, but love builds up.

1Co 8:2 The man who thinks he knows something does not yet know as he ought to
know.

1Co 8:3 But the man who loves God is known by God.

1Co 8:4 So then, about eating food sacrificed to idols: We know that an idol is nothing at
all in the world and that there is no God but one.

1Co 8:5 For even if there are secalled gods, whether in heaven or on earth (as indeed
there are many "gods" and many "lords"),

1Co 8:6 yet for us there is but one God, the Father, from whom all things came and fo
whom we live; and there is but one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom all things came
and through whom we live.

1Co 8:7 But not everyone knows this. Some people are still so accustomed to idols that
when they eat such food they think of it as having been scrificed to an idol, and since
their conscience is weak, it is defiled.

1Co 8:8 But food does not bring us near to God; we are no worse if we do not eat, and no
better if we do.

1Co 8:9 Be careful, however, that the exercise of your freedom does nobecome a
stumbling block to the weak.

1Co 8:10 For if anyone with a weak conscience sees you who have this knowledge eating
in an idol's temple, won't he be emboldened to eat what has been sacrificed to idols?

1Co 8:11 So this weak brother, for whom Chris died, is destroyed by your knowledge.
1Co 8:12 When you sin against your brothers in this way and wound their weak
conscience, you sin against Christ.

1Co 8:13 Therefore, if what | eat causes my brother to fall into sin, | will never eat meat
again, so that | will not cause him to fall.

1Co 10:23 "Everything is permissible"--but not everything is beneficial. "Everything is
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permissible”--but not everything is constructive.

1Co 10:24 Nobody should seek his own good, but the good of others.

1Co 10:25 Eat aything sold in the meat market without raising questions of conscience,
1Co 10:26 for, "The earth is the Lord's, and everything in it."

1Co 10:27 If some unbeliever invites you to a meal and you want to go, eat whatever is
put before you without raising qu estions of conscience.

1Co 10:28 But if anyone says to you, "This has been offered in sacrifice," then do not eat
it, both for the sake of the man who told you and for conscience' sake-

1Co 10:29 the other man's conscience, | mean, not yours. For why shold my freedom be
judged by another's conscience?

1Co 10:30 If | take part in the meal with thankfulness, why am | denounced because of
something | thank God for?

1Co 10:31 So whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God.
1C010:32 Do not cause anyone to stumble, whether Jews, Greeks or the church of God
1Co 10:33 even as | try to please everybody in every way. For | am not seeking my own
good but the good of many, so that they may be saved.

Rom 14:12 So then, each of us wilgive an account of himself to God.

Rom 14:13 Therefore let us stop passing judgment on one another. Instead, make up
your mind not to put any stumbling block or obstacle in your brother's way.

Rom 14:14 As one who is in the Lord Jesus, | am fully convined that no food is unclean
in itself. But if anyone regards something as unclean, then for him it is unclean.

Rom 14:15 If your brother is distressed because of what you eat, you are no longer acting
in love. Do not by your eating destroy your brother for whom Christ died.

Rom 14:16 Do not allow what you consider good to be spoken of as evil.

Rom 14:17 For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating and drinking, but of
righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy Spirit,

Rom 14:18 because anyone who serves Cist in this way is pleasing to God and
approved by men.

Rom 14:19 Let us therefore make every effort to do what leads to peace and to mutual
edification.

Rom 14:20 Do not destroy the work of God for the sake of food. All food is clean, but it is
wrong for a man to eat anything that causes someone else to stumble.

Rom 14:21 It is better not to eat meat or drink wine or to do anything else that will cause
your brother to fall.

Let me review the Doctrine of Corinth:

1. In AD 56 the city lay about one anda half miles S of the Corinthian gulf (this gulf
being located on the west side of he Isthmus).

2. The acropolis hill where the Temple to Aphrodite was located towered 1,500 feet over
the city to an altitude of 1,886 feet.

3. The city and its acropolis were enclosed by a wall over six miles in circumference.
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4. Outside the walls in the surrounding plain stretched grain fields, olive groves,
vineyards, and other agricultural holdings of the city.

4.1 In the north central part of town stood the Agora, nerve center of the metropolis, a
famous market place.

5. The Agora was almost 700 feet E and W and about 300 feet N and S, more the size of
a modern farmers market.

5.1 The Agora was a row of low buildings flanked by a rostrum or bema, which served as
a speaker's stand for public addresses and a judgment seat for magistrates.

5.2 Here Paul appeared before Gallio governor of Achaia, as a result of Jewish
accusations to the effect that he had broken their laws (Acts 18:1213).

5.3 Along the S side of he Agora stood a shipping center about 500 feet long.

5.4 Here and on the NW side near the temple of Apollo were shops for meat and wine
merchants, probably the "shambles" or market which Paul referred to in the KJV of 1Co
10:25.

5.5 An inscription was found near the theater stating that Erastus, probably mentioned
in Rom 16:23 the Aedile (city treasurer) had laid the pavement at his own expense.

Rom 16:23 Gaius, whose hospitality | and the whole church here enjoy, sends you his
greetings. Erastus, whois the city's director of public works, and our brother Quartus
send you their greetings.

5.6 As to nonphysical aspects of Corinth, it should be noted that much of the population
was mobile (sailors, businessmen, government officials, et al.) and was theefore cut off
from the inhibitions of a settled society.

5.7 To make matters worse, religious prostitution was commonly practiced in
connection with the idolatrous temples of the city.

5.8 For instance, according to Strabo, 1,000 priestesses or slave girls of the Temple of
Aphrodite on the acropolis were employed in religious prostitution.

5.9 An inscription reveals they had their own seats in the theater NW of the Agora.
5.10 From the social mobility and the evils of religious practices there arose a general
corruption of society. "Corinthian morals" became a byword even in the pagan Roman

world for sexual amorality.

5.11 It is no wonder Paul had so much to say about the sacrednessf the body in his first
Corinthian letter.
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6. Corinthian Canal
6.1 The Isthmus of Corinth made for many visitors.

6.2 People came to the city to disembark on the west side of the Isthmus at Lechaeum
and to to continue their trip on the east side of the Isthmus at Cenchreae.

6.3 By doing this they could avoid the dangerous 200 mile trip around Cape Malea.
6.4 Alexander the Great and Nero tried to build a canal but failed.

6.5 In 1882 a French company finished the canal which is today 70 feet wide and26 feet
deep.

6.6 The canal today connects the Gulf of Corinth on the west with the Gulf of Saronic on
the east.

7. Background:

7.1.1 There were great idolatrous temples in Corinth with a cafe, temple and fornication
area.

7.1.2 There was also a meat market outside the temple where meat was sold

7.1.3 Many Christian converts came from these idolatrous religious backgrounds.

7.1.4 Many of these converts had strong feelings about the practices associated with the
idol worship and their role in the abominations.

7.1.5 They were offended by anyone who would eat at the temple cafe or buy meat in the
market outside the temple.

7.1.6 There were on the other hand certain believers who saw nothing wrong with
buying the meat sinceto their mind there were no such thing as an idol and therefore
why not?

7.1.7 A schism developed over this matter which for some was an essential and for others
a liberty.

8. Paul was apparently asked to adjudicate this matter.

8.1 He begins his judidal opinion by asserting that knowledge of doctrine carries with it
certain responsibilities.

1Co 8:2 The man who thinks he knows something does not yet know as he ought to
know.
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1Co 8:3 But the man who loves God is known by God.

8.1.1 GNOSIS is not enogh it must be AGAPE and Paul even asserts that knowledge in
the left lobe can often result in arrogance.

1Co 8:1 Now as touching things offered unto idols, we know that we all have knowledge
(GNOSIS). Knowledge (GNOSIS) puffeth up, but charity (AGAPE) edifieth.

8.1.2 Agape is used here like as Epignosis.

8.2 He then teaches that an idol is nothing and therefore the group partaking of the
meat is on solid doctrinal ground technically speaking.

1Co 8:4 So then, about eating food sacrificed to idols: We kiow that an idol is nothing at
all in the world and that there is no God but one.

1Co 8:5 For even if there are secalled gods, whether in heaven or on earth (as indeed
there are many "gods" and many "lords"),

1Co 8:6 yet for us there is but one God, theFather, from whom all things came and for
whom we live; and there is but one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom all things came
and through whom we live.

8.3 Paul next however concludes that not everyone has this maturity and that there are
those who are offended albeit in error.

1Co 8:7 There is not in every man the knowledge that idols are nothing: for some with
conscience of the idol unto this hour eat it as a thing offered unto an idol; and their
conscience being weak is defiled.

8.4 The great Apostlethen opines that eating or not eating does not recommend anyone
to God.

1Co 8:8 But meat commendeth us not to God: for neither, if we eat, are we the better;
neither, if we do not eat, are we the worse.

8.5 Paul then issues the bitter medicine to the eatrs that they must not do that for
which they have liberty to do because of their weaker brother. 1Co 8:912

1Co 8:9 Be careful, however, that the exercise of your freedom does not become a
stumbling block to the weak.

1Co 8:10 For if anyone with a weak onscience sees you who have this knowledge eating
in an idol's temple, won't he be emboldened to eat what has been sacrificed to idols?
1Co 8:11 So this weak brother, for whom Christ died, is destroyed by your knowledge.
1Co 8:12 When you sin against youtbrothers in this way and wound their weak
conscience, you sin against Christ.
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8.8.1 We may have liberty to do something but there is never a general license; each
situation requires discernment.

8.6 In verse 8:13 Paul explains why.

1Co 8:13 Therefore, f what | eat causes my brother to fall into sin, I will never eat meat
again, so that I will not cause him to fall.

9. In verses 1Co 10:2333 Paul uses this same example to teach flexibility and how
Christianity is not an easy relationship to apply in tim e.

9.1 When you go to the meat market says Paul you don't ask whether the meat has been
sacrificed to idols or not sacrificed to idols because you have a right to so eat.

1Co 10:23 "Everything is permissible"--but not everything is beneficial. "Everything is
permissible”--but not everything is constructive.

1Co 10:24 Nobody should seek his own good, but the good of others.

1Co 10:25 itis certainly ok to eat anything sold in the meat market without raising
guestions of conscience,

9.1.1 Do youwant the meat/idols to be the issue to the outside world or do you want
Christ to be that issue. Do not for example make this an issue before the clerk in the
store, just buy what you want.

9.2 Paul then asks "what if someone asks you to dinner, is tle meat going to be the
subject of the conversation?" | should hope not says Paul.

1Co 10:27 If some unbeliever invites you to a meal and you want to go, eat whatever is
put before you without raising questions of conscience.

9.3 What however if the unbeliever host asks you about eating the meat as though he or
she is testing you? Don't eat says Paul. 1Co 10:28

1Co 10:28 But if anyone says to you, "This has been offered in sacrifice," then do not eat
it, both for the sake of the man who told you and for conscience' sake-

1Co 10:29 the other man's conscience, | mean, not yours. For why should my freedom be
judged by another's conscience?

9.4 You must be flexible says Paul so as to make Christ the issue and not meat.

1Co 10:31 So whether you eat or drinlor whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God.
1Co 10:32 Do not cause anyone to stumble, whether Jews, Greeks or the church of Ged
1Co 10:33 even as | try to please everybody in every way. For | am not seeking my own
good but the good of many, so hat they may be saved.

10. The same lesson is taught by Paul to the Church at Rome.
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10.1 Here however the drinking of wine is added to the teaching example.
10.2 None of us can live our lives unto ourselves.

10.3 You must not judge others but rather judge yourself says Paul so that you do not
offend a weaker brother in Christ.

Rom 14:13 Let us not therefore judge one another any more: but judge this rather, that
no man put a stumbling block or an occasion to fall in his brother's way.

10.4 Paultells those in the Church at Rome that there are those weaker brothers out
there.

Rom 14:14 | know, and am persuaded by the Lord Jesus, that there is nothing unclean of
itself: but to him that esteemeth any thing to be unclean, to him it is unclean.

Rom 14:15 But if thy brother be grieved with thy meat, now walkest thou not charitably.
Destroy not him with thy meat, for whom Christ died.

10.5 Under the same principle of not casting your pearls before swine we must not let
that which is a non-essential (but a correct principle ) be ridiculed by the ignorant
Christian.

Rom 14:16 Let not then your good be evil spoken of:
Rom 14:17 For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace,
and joy in the Holy Ghost.

10.6 By correctly applying this doctrine we can be approved of both God and mankind
but it does require flexibility.

Rom 14:18 For he that in these things serveth Christ is acceptable to God, and approved
of men.

Rom 14:19 Let us therefore follow after the things which make for peace, and things
wherewith one may edify another.

Rom 14:20 For meat destroy not the work of God. All things indeed are pure; but it is

evil for that man who eateth with offense.

10.7 Now we have the 20th century example of wine added to the meat list.

Rom 14:21 It is good neither to eat flesh, nor to drink wine, nor any thing whereby thy
brother stumbleth, or is offended, or is made weak.

11. We live our life unto the Lord and not unto ourselves and this includes the

application of impersonal love even to the weaker and ignorant brother in the Lord.
Rom 15: 13
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Rom 15:1 We then that are strong ought to bear the infirmities of the weak, and not to
please ourselves.

Rom 15:2 Let every one of us please his neighbor for his good to edification.

Rom 15:3For even Christ pleased not himself; but, as it is written, The reproaches of
them that reproached thee fell on me.

12. The test of flexibility is very difficult because many weak believers may try to impose
their legalism on you and you may be tempted toreact.

13. Our job is to relax and let doctrine have a chance to change us all and this demands
our flexibility concerning the non -essentials.
